Decisions Made

The committee authorized Jim Harris to rethink the best way to approach law firm CMS vendors during the ABA Tech Show and to work with Roger Winters to submit a funding request to the LegalXML Member Section Steering Committee for whatever financial support would be needed to carry out the plan.
The committee will attempt to complete its substantive decision making concerning ECF 4.0 during the December TC face to face meeting in Las Vegas, so that it can take final action on the revised specification and other artifacts at the March meeting in Louisville, Kentucky.

The co-chairs will create a special order of business during the Las Vegas meeting to discuss with Roger Winter (who will participate by telephone) his suggested nomenclature changes to the specification.
Discussion

TC charter – John Greacen has received two telephone messages from Jamie Clark of OASIS indicating that the staff is reviewing our proposed changes.

Referral of ECF 3.1 and WSSIP 1.1 to CITOC – John Greacen has sent Jim Rebo an email containing URLs for the specifications asking him to submit them to his CITOC standards committee for approval as proposed standards.  John gave him an indication of our plans for future releases.

Posting public links to ECF 3.1 and WSSIP 1.1 on our webpage – According to John Greacen’s last correspondence with George Knecht, this has not yet happened.

Roadmap for future releases to be prepared by co-chairs – No progress.  Jim Cabral reported that he received a call from a potential implementer asking for this information, so there is some urgency for completing this task.

Planning for ABA Tech Show meeting with law firm CMS vendors – Jim Harris reported that he is compiling a list of law firm CMS vendors who will be exhibiting at the Chicago ABA Tech Show in March.  The TC decided in Tampa to invite these vendors to a meeting the day before the Tech Show to expose them to ECF 3.1 and to urge them to incorporate efiling into their applications.  The TC discussed alternatives to this plan – 1) holding the meeting during the Tech Show after the major activities of the day have ended, or 2) approaching the law firm CMS vendors individually during the Tech Show.  Jim Harris will evaluate these alternatives, revise the current plan if appropriate, and let Roger Winters know of any funding that will be needed to defray the costs of this outreach effort.  Roger, our representative to the LegalXML Member Section Steering Committee, will present our request to that body.  Jim Cabral reported that MTG is considering having a booth at the Tech Show.  If MTG decides to be present, Cabral will help with the task of approaching law firm CMS vendors or will attend a briefing session.
The TC reviewed the status of the items for ECF 4.0 that still need deciding.  It decided to have all architectural and content decisions had by the end of the Las Vegas face to face meeting so that Jim Cabral could spend the time between that meeting and the Louisville, Kentucky meeting preparing the specification and artifacts for ECF 4.0.  The TC would then use the Louisville meeting to make final edits.
Conformance to NIEM 2.0 – Jim Cabral has begun mapping ECF 3.1 to NIEM 2.0
Appellate enhancements – Gary Graham is hosting a UML modeling session at the Arizona Supreme Court on Wednesday, November 15th.  A number of representatives from Arizona’s trial and appellate courts will attend, along with John Greacen, a former federal appellate clerk.  Jim Cabral will facilitate the session.  Gary will seek input on the model from other state appellate courts following the November 15th meeting.

Refining the traffic structure to appear both in the criminal and in the civil traffic, ordinance, and parking sections of the domain model and specification – Jim Harris will get together with Jim Cabral by phone before the December meeting to decide whether and how to restructure the current traffic module to serve the needs of both criminal and non-criminal traffic cases.
Solution for chunking – Jim Cabral is reviewing the Justice Reference Architecture for assistance in designing a process to support chunking (the breaking of a large document into smaller pieces because of document size limitations imposed by the receiving court).
Alternative practical methods for accomplishing eService – John Greacen will email Brian Hickman to remind him of his commitment to chair a subcommittee to design practical examples of ways to implement eService using the ECF 4.0 specification.
Enhanced court filing policy structure – Jim Cabral is looking for examples of ways to enhance the sophistication of the court filing policy structure.  Jim Harris offered to help him accomplish this task.
Email SIP – Jim Cabral has not yet completed this task.
Readability issues – The TC will set aside time for a special order of business during the Las Vegas meeting to discuss with Roger Winters (who will participate by phone) his suggestions for clarifying the terminology of the specification.
