Discussion of some work-arounds on 4.0 was provided by DV Row.  These include some documentation issues that Jim Cabral will look into.  Also could have used some more examples.  DV provided some.  Point out the classes used from UBL.  

Meeting was formally opened by Jim Harris

1. Future governance of TC was postponed until the January conference call as neither chair was present.  As far as the org structure do we want to continue with co-chairs?    We need input from Ron on his needs and desires as chair.  

2. Final adjustments to the ECF 4.0 specification

Suggestions made by DV Row prior to the formal opening of the meeting will be addressed.  Others will be reviewed as they are made.  Log feedback and analyze the input submitted through the website.  Consider the NIEM tracking mechanisms for issue tracking.  Jim C will document the tracking mechanism. NIEM 2.1 is a maintenance issue.  Some expansion of content to NIEM may occur which may include some family/juvenile elements.  

3. JTC and COSCA/NACM adoption of the ECF. The TC needs to support the review by CITOC.  4.0 has started the JTC process.  Ask them to complete their process on 3.1 as a recommended standard and 4.0 as a proposed standard. 

4. Reference implementation—who is planning to use ECF 4.0?  We need at least three implementations of ECF 4.0 conformant in production implementation.  Every major feature including the core and all major case types and 1 sip needs to be implemented. They do not necessarily all need to be in one implementation, but ss an aggregate of the implementations they all need to have been implemented.  Is this too high a bar?  We would like to take the Spec to committee recommendation by end of 2009 and in 2010 for OASIS standard.  TC members: Maricopa, Georgia, Vista in FL,  Vermont, Doxpop in Indiana, Utah.  Others: Colorado and NJ.    Others possibly: Arizona, Missouri, California, Nevada, Texas (appellate) 

5. Interoperability-how to assist and promote vendors—Provide outreach and tech assistance to implementations.  Then recommendation by JTC and possible OASIS committee recommended standard.  Maintenance to the standard as we get feedback.

6. Subcommittee Reports

a. Outreach—the outreach committee should become a committee of the whole TC where the existing members provide leadership to the TC. TC budget about 15-20,000 for 2009.  Splitting the funds between with eNotary and ECF is a consideration.  We need to develop budgets to ask for next year.  5 or 6 TAs at $2500 initially for TA.  Maintenance volunteered by MTG so no funds are needed there.  $1000 for publication budget.  The seven steps quick guide has been published and received positive feedback.
