Rolly Chambers opened the meeting by noting that one item of unfinished business from previous meetings was the selection of a Secretary for the TC.

Mark Ladd volunteered as Secretary

Rolly then discussed the need for a TC member to represent the TC on the LegalXML Steering Committee.  Rolly noted that John Messing had been serving in that capacity and nominated John for continued service in that role.

There were no objections

Mark Ladd gave an overview of the PRIA Notary DTD  (see attached Excel spreadsheet)

The PRIA DTD was originally developed to meet the needs of the property records industry.  Thus it only contains the data elements that would be most commonly required in a notarial certificate and signature block.  PRIA is open to adding additional items such as those required for a notary journal or automated notary verification by a notary public administrator.

It was noted that the only differences between version 1.2 and 2.4 lie in the Electronic_Signature element.  The structure of this element is much more robust in version 2.4.  This structure was created by the MISMO Core Structures workgroup.

Rolly inquired as to whether PRIA had given any consideration to developing either XML Schema or Relax NG (Next Generation) based standards?
Mark indicated that in fact, version 2.4 of the PRIA standard will be published as both a DTD and a “zero delta” schema.  Additionally, PRIA plans to move to schema in its version 3.x release.  (This is true of MISMO as well.)

Rolly noted that the PRIA and MISMO DTD’s are Element/Attribute based architecture by comparison to Container/Element based architecture.
Mark noted that as PRIA and MISMO have been planning for a move to schema, this issue has been discussed.  While no decision has been made yet, there does seem to be some consensus around the need to make a change here.

John Messing and Nick Pope provided and overview of the eCourt Filing signature profiles  (see attached PDF document)

eCF has 5 profiles

1) Null signature – click through w/ username & password 
2) XML digital signature – client side digital certificate

3) Application specific signature – signing for Acrobat or Word type applications
4) Proxy signature – moves cert to server for signing and time stamping
5) Symmetric signature – secures hash from null profile and binds id of signer into hash
John Messing noted that he would like to see a biometric signature profile added to this list
John also expressed concerns regarding existing patents which might impact XML signature profile


Rich Hansberger noted that the NNA does not believe there is an infringement 

This issue may drive the need for review of the TC charter especially in relation to the IP policy the TC operates under
