· RE: John Messing email of 4/14 @ 12.38 pm:  First, clarify XML docs versus non-XML docs. Is the former a strictly scanned image with no XML relating to the document? Or could it be a TIFF image embedded into an XML document? The reason for the distinction is that land recording is moving away from scanned image only to a hybrid model where scanned images or even electronic documents are embedded into XML documents that contain semantic content for indexing data, recording data, etc. 

The downside to what is proposed here, that signature data is applied only to the XML albeit covering the embedded file, leaves no visible evidence that the document was signed/notarized. Since recorders transform the the submitted documents to TIFF or PDF (mostly TIFF), and because the recorded document becomes the evidentiary document, visible evidence of those signatures needs to be on the recorder's image. Leave it to the lawyers to argue whether or not a submitter or recorder can notate the image with information regarding the respective signatures, e.g. signed by the borrower, Jonathon P. Doe, using a typed signature, or digitally signed by the borrower Jonathon P. Doe, using a digital signature with a SHA1 hash and a signature value of Q#Y^%I(*VMO)IETMGOW%Y. 

This may not apply to electronic documents used elsewhere, including by lenders and title companies. If the electronic version is retained the signature information remains part of the electronic file. 

· XSDs

· SignedDocument: This should either have an child element of EmbeddedFile with children that include DocumentMIMEType, EncodingType and other elements from the PRIA/MISMO XML specifications, or individually list those at the root level of SignedDocument.

·  SignedDocumentMIMEType – More types than needed for real estate, but probably too few for other document formats. Will we refuse to recognize proprietary formats such as .doc and .xls because they aren't open source?

· Signer 

· SignerName

· PersonPrefixNameType – Unnecessary because it is irrelevant. Are we also acknowledging the information in the prefix as part of a person's identity? Do we care if the person is a Dr., Mrs., Father, etc?

· PersonMaidenNameType - Unnecessary because it is irrelevant. This information is not captured separately. If a maiden name is used it shows up as a middle name and is indistinguishable.

· SignerTitleDescription – In PRIA notary XSD/DDT and used for the signer's capacity as corporate officer, attorney in fact, etc.

· SignerCompanyName - In PRIA notary XSD/DDT and used to represent the principal for whom the signer is executing the document, e.g. corporation, partnership, or for whom the signer is executing under a power of attorney

· SignerAddress – Unnecessary. This information is not part of the notary dataset.

· SignerID - 

· IDDocument – Should this be IDCredentialType? 

· <xsd:enumeration value="Identity Card"/>  What type of Identity Card? Are there multiple types or a single type? Should this be specific? Or fall under the Other element and then rely on an OtherDescription element to desribe the credential? Marc Aronson may have a list of credentials called out in different state statutes. 

· Should this have an enumerated or boolean element for PersonallyKnown and ProducedIdentification, or should PersonallyKnown be an enumerated element under IDDocument? In the latter event if PersonnalyKnown is not selected another type of ID is required. The downside is how that effects the boilerplate language in a notarial certificate.

· IDDocumentNumber – Represents personal identifying information and should not appear in the document.

· IDExpirationDate – Necessary without the relationship to the IDDocumentNumber?

· NotaryCertificates

· CertificateContent

· NotarizationType – Should notarization type be under CertificateContent or at the root of NotaryCertificates?  A document will have only one NotarizationType regardless of the number of notarial certificates. Any external validation processes used to compare the type against certificate language (StatutoryText if that is the boilerplate for notarial certificates), or external text selection processes to determine the appropriate certificate language based on the type would be more efficient across multiple CertificateContent elements if type were external to those elements.

· <xsd:enumeration value="CertifiedCopy"/> An additional enumeration. It could also be “AttestedCopy”, whichever is most common.

· NotaryLocation 

· StreetAddress1 - Unnecessary. This information is not part of the notary dataset.

· StreetAddress2 - Unnecessary. This information is not part of the notary dataset.

· USZipCode - Unnecessary. This information is not part of the notary dataset.

· StatutoryText – What is statutory text? Is it the certificate language that matches the type of notarization, e.g. acknowledgment?  Or is it otherext frequently required on the physical stamp or seal such as the words “Notary Public, State of ____?  If it's the boiler plate certificate language is it now going to be included as an element? Or was this removed based on the last call? Also, if it is the boilerplate how does the other statutorily required language get accounted for?

· NotaryPublic

· NotaryName – Insert parsed name elements, except those removed from the SignerName above.

· PersonGivenName - Insert

· PersonMiddleName - Insert

· PersonSurName - Insert

· PersonSuffixName - Insert

· PersonPrefixNameType – Unnecessary because it is irrelevant. Are we also acknowledging the information in the prefix as part of a person's identity? Do we care if the person is a Dr., Mrs., Father, etc?

· PersonMaidenNameType - Unnecessary because it is irrelevant. This information is not captured separately. If a maiden name is used it shows up as a middle name and is indistinguishable.

·  NotaryJurisdiction  

· StreetAddress1 - Unnecessary. This information is not part of the notary dataset.

· StreetAddress2 - Unnecessary. This information is not part of the notary dataset.

· USZipCode - Unnecessary. This information is not part of the notary dataset.

· CommissionBondNumber – Add. Some states require this as well as commission  information.

· TitleDescription – Add this or a similar element to identify the capacity of the person performing the notarial act. It may be a notary, but also may be a judge, police officer, commissioned officer in the US armed services, a consul or other statutorily authorized person. It might also be a signer who is signing 'under penalty of perjury' as permitted in some states such as FL. This may not be the ideal use of this field for the last scenario. 

· Many of the elements have incredible lengths, such as 255 characters for commission number.  These restrictions should be reviewed to ensure lengths are reasonable.
