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Over the last year, the Integrated Justice TC has considered how we could contribute to, use, build on and promote the Global Justice XML Data Model (GJXDM) 3.0 in the justice community.  To that end:
 

1. At the face to face meeting in September, the TC agreed to produce three priority GJXDM reference documents (Arrest Warrant, Criminal Complain and Judgement and Sentence Order) and created subcommittees for each of these.
 

2. At the face to face, the members of the TC also shared their experiences using the prerelease of the GJXDM 3.
 

3. Since then, members of the TC have contributed comments on the GJXDM 3 and participated in the GJXDM listserv.
 

Over the next year, the IJ TC will develop these and other GJXDM reference document as follows:
 

1. We will agree on an approach to building schemas based on the GJXDM 3.0.  We will consider best practices and lessons learned from the IJIS GJXDM Performance Testing Working Group and the GJXDM Focus Group.
 

2. We will develop the initial 3 documents over the next 3-6 months.  These reference documents will leverage existing work such as the California Data Exchange Standards as much as possible.  The first drafts of these documents should be available in the next 3 months.
 

3. We will agree on an approach for hosting these reference documents.  In the short-term, these documents will probably be hosted on the OASIS LegalXML site for review and comment.  In the long-term, we will follow the OJP process for recognizing these documents as official GJXDM reference documents and moving them to the appropriate repository designated by OJP.
 

4. We will encourage, solicit or possibly sponsor proofs of concepts for each reference document and share lessons learned and promote the documents through the GJXDM and IJIS communities.
 

5. We will repeat this process for the next group of GJXDM reference documents.
 

In addition, the TC will also be looking for volunteers to lead the committee and subcomittees.
 

From the Member Section, the IJ TC may request funding for some activities (such as contributing to the Proof of Concepts).  In addition, the IJ TC will want to coordinate with the other LegalXML TCs on whether or not LegalXML should define a unifying architecture for all the TCs and what that architecture might look like.
