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PbD-SE Example Scenario
The following example scenario is based on John Sabo’s “Test Use Case” from the Privacy by Design Use Case Template, but draws on real-world services for its specifics. 
Example Scenario:

The Acme Insurance Company offers customers the opportunity to enroll in a program to have specific vehicular data automatically transmitted from their vehicle to the company. In exchange for this information, the Acme Insurance Company offers a program of savings on customers’ car insurance if specific driving patterns are recorded. 
Under this program, Acme Insurance adjusts a customer’s car insurance based on the following personal information:
· The number of kilometres driven per year. Drivers of vehicles driven less than 15,000 km a year will be awarded a discount based on the annual result.
· Occurrences of “sudden” acceleration or deceleration. Accelerating faster than 13 km/h or more in 1 second or decelerating 15 km/h or more in 1 second is considered sudden. The vehicle’s results at the end of the year will determine how much the customer saves.
· Time of day the vehicle is driven. The less a vehicle is driven during high-risk periods, the greater the customer savings. Night time is considered the riskiest time to drive because of fatigue and reduced visibility. 
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
