What’s holding back PKI?

The OASIS PKI Technical Committee has conducted extensive research, surveying hundreds of people with substantial PKI experience to identify the primary obstacles to PKI deployment and usage.
What can we DO about it?

The PKI TC has developed a PKI Action Plan with five Action Items that address the obstacles identified through our research. This plan is available from our web site (URL below) or at the OASIS booth in the conference expo.
