Action Item: “Increase Testing to Improve Interoperability”

Text of Action Item:

Provide conformance test suites, interoperability tests, and testing events for the three most popular applications (Document Signing, Secure Email, and Electronic Commerce) to improve interoperability. Certificate management protocols are also a concern.   Branding and certification may be desirable. If such efforts are already underway, the PKI TC will point them out.  Otherwise it will work to encourage their creation.
