2. Correct and Approve Minutes of January 21 Meeting

3. Review and Approve PKI Action Plan 0.5 and Approve Changes to be Made in 1.0 Version

Steve mentioned that the PKI Action Plan v. 0.5 (with all changes and edits that have been voted on) was sent out earlier this week.

There was a quick discussion to determine whether members are comfortable with the approach for listing members in the action plan.  There was no dissention, so we will move forward with Steve’s edits.

Steve also added a section for supporters, which is not yet populated.

4. Charter Subcommittees for Guidelines, Education, and Lower Costs

Steve proposed creating four subcommittees to execute the Implementation Plans for Guidelines, Testing, Education, and Lower Costs.  It was pointed out that subcommittee volunteers do not need to be members of the TC.  It is hoped that more people will be interested in volunteering during the RSA Conference timeframe.

A quick poll was taken to see if any members on the call are interested in volunteering now.  Results are as follows:

Motion by June Leung and seconded by Paul Evans to create the four subcommittees with membership and charters as previously described. The motion passed unanimously
5. Review and Approve Statement of Support
There was discussion about how to gather names of supporters for the PKI Action Plan. Personal contacts are best. We can start with the draft email Steve recently sent to the PKI TC list."  We would like to identify key groups and associations to send the email to.  Some initial ideas were the Open Group and FPKITWG.

In terms of getting organizations to officially support the action plan, two key targets were discussed, the major integrators (such as BAH, Accenture), and analysts (such Gartner).  Steve will publish a list of people that we want to approach based on the list of people we approached for our initial survey.  Members should respond via email with other ideas of people who should be contacted and then sign up for who they will contact.

Motion by Paul Evans and seconded by Kefeng Chen to approve the statement of support with the understanding that TC members can modify it as appropriate.

The motion passed unanimously.

6. Discuss PKI Action Plan Rollout

Steve and Paola make up the Publicity Subcommittee.  They are working with the OASIS PR team on a press release and reception at the RSA Conference to be held Wednesday night at 6:00pm.  There will be a room reserved with copies of the plan.  PKI TC members will be present to answer questions and engage in discussions. Scott McGrath, the Membership Director of OASIS, will be present to help us get new members enrolled.  Steve and John Sabo will give a brief description of the announcement in the plan and encourage people to sign on as volunteers.  There should be room for approx 50 people.

The team had a deep discussion as to the relative benefits of a cash bar for the event.  We decided it would be a good idea to have tickets to a cash bar.  Jonathan Schwarts from Sun may be mentioning the PKI Action plan in his presentation, which would potentially drive attendance up.

Motion by Ann Terwilliger and seconded by June Leung to hold a reception at the RSA conference to kick off the roll out of the PKI Action Plan.
