Just a few comments to the proposed agenda:

Reference data

Reference data is a very important subject in relation to the further DEX development. This might be a separate point on the agenda? A presentation of status and recommended methods should be given and we should agree on methods and tools for further work. 
Quality assurance of capabilities and DEXs

So far we have not established a complete set of check lists for the review and quality check activities in relation to completion of DEXs. In the London meeting in December 2003 we agreed on definitions of “complete” DEXs and capabilities. The check lists should reflect these definitions.

QA might be a separate point on the agenda?
DEX teams

The situation today is that only a few persons have signed up for most of the DEX subcommittees. Some have signed up for more than one subcommittee too. For those signed up it is also a question how much they are able to contribute in the practical DEX and reference data work. I therefore suggest that we establish/confirm DEX teams/ DEX SCs as part of point 9, “Resources”, on the agenda for Day 1. Depending on the results from the commitments it is questionable if the planned DEX team meetings on Wednesday will be of any value. We might discuss a common reference data meeting between all DEX teams part of Day 2.
Organisation of further DEX development – stronger connections to Pilots?
Depending on the committed resources for each DEX team, it is also a question if the old “team-way” of working will be the most suitable for further DEX development. For a longer period this has not worked due to lack of resources in several teams. A more integrated work process with on-going pilots may be a subject for discussion since most of the energy lies in the pilots.

Define a subcommittee for Reference data?
Nils will present a proposal, as agreed in the Washington meeting. 

Preparing for registration of DEX/PLCS reference data according to ISO 15926 ontology

Across the DEX subcommittees we have started an activity for defining classes and taxonomy for registration of DEX/PLCS reference data. This activity started in Ft Lauderdale last week. The idea is to adopt/re-use the ontology already established in ISO 15926. We plan to continue this activity in connection with the OASIS meeting in Oslo. Following workshops are planned: 12:00 – 17:00 Monday and the whole day Thursday and Friday. 
( The subcommittee activities on Wednesday may be a start on these workshops, for example a presentation of what was done in Ft Lauderdale and the following weeks.
DEX development versus on-going Pilots

An action on John Spencer from last DEX workshop was to map on-going pilots needs against defined DEXs and capabilities. 

Use of OASIS exploders

In the DEX workshops it has been discussed several times the need for defining a separate exploder for the modellers. This might be discussed and agreed on.

In general I think it could be of value to discuss guidelines for how to use the OASIS web page in our daily work. For example: which exploders to be used when.
