1 Introduction
Some brief notes on the modeller’s conference call Thursday, 26 August 2004

2 PLCS classification

The PLCS EXPRESS entities are represented in OWL. It was agreed that the PLCS reference data should be developed by creating sub classes of the OWL class corresponding to the EXPRESS entity. 
3 Qualifiers

It was agreed that a generic set of qualifiers such as “predicted” “start” “actual” etc would not be used. Instead, an explicit set / class should be created. So Date_actual_start rather than a date classified as “Start” and “actual”.

There was some discussion as to how to name the qualified classes. There is no consensus in the approach in 15926. The recommendation was to start with the thing being classified and then start or end, then predicted actual. E.g. date_start mass_predicted
4 Units

It was agreed that we are using reference data to represent units.
5 Classification of definitions

There are a number of cases in the PLCS model where there is a definition and an occurrence of the definition. For example, Part and product_as_realized. State_definition and state_observed. Both the definition and the occurrence could be classified. The proposal was that only  the definition should be classified with definitional information.
6 Classification of product categories

There was discussion as to how to represent the classification of a part. E.g. a pump, an impellor pump etc. STEP provides product-category. There was some discussion as to how this should be use with classification. We could either classify product-categroy or classify part. The proposal is to classify Part and only using product_category to spcify 'part' or to a product category named 'raw material' as defined in ISO/TS 10303-1022:2004 Part and version identification
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
