The focus needs to be on deliverables. In that vein, here is a draft timeline for the year. 

We will use the INFORMAL meeting schedule proposed at the last meeting to accelerate the work effort;

that is, in-between Thursdays, usually 2 weeks after a Formal meeting, same time (11 – 12 Eastern), same call-in. We realize that ANY schedule will have individual conflicts. No way around that.

· 10 March meeting: Discuss the time line. Focus on further revision and refinement of the Methodology. Send comments to John for consolidation. Think about picking ONE Use Case to carry forward, initially.  

· 14 April meeting: Final draft of the Methodology. Pick a primary/initial Use Case to test the Methodology.

· 12 May meeting: Maybe have a Face/Face option in DC for a walk-through of the Use Case in the context of the Methodology. Refine the Use Case. 

· 9 June meeting: Refine the Methodology re: Use Case. Discuss the PMRM: assessment, adjustments. Consider incorporating the Methodology into the PMRM (expanded).

· 14 July meeting: Revise the PMRM: maybe the Service syntax structure, the Functions. More refinement of the Use Case.  

· 11 August meeting: continuation

· 8 September meeting: ready for an EXTERNAL, targeted review of the results.

· 13 October meeting: possible half-day workshop at the London meeting

· 10 Nov, 8 Dec meetings: Final versions of the Methodology, (revised PMRM), and (initial) Use Case. 
The next step(s) would be to prepare these documents for OASIS approval. Follow-on would be additional Use Cases.
