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1 Abstract

This document proposes an extension to the DTD for RegistryResponse.  

Current RS specifications (section 7.3.1) allow a SubmitObjects Request to specify the object ID, or omit it, in which case the RS assigns one. In the case where the ID is assigned by the RS, there is no feedback to the user that would allow them to determine what ID was assigned.  (The user needs to know the ID for subsequent actions such as Approve Objects.) 

This proposals extends the DTD for RegistryResponse to return the original objects with the new ID assignments.  

2 Alternatives

The current workaround is for the user to receive the RegistryResponse success message, and then submit a filter query to retrieve the objects together with their IDs.

3 Proposed Deliverables

The following concrete deliverables are proposed:

3.1 ebRIM Information Model Changes

No changes to the RIM are required.

3.2 ebRS Registry Services Specification Changes

No changes to the RS are required, except for the DTD (below).

3.3 ebRS DTD Changes

3.3.1 Update the RegistryResponse to add RegistryEntryList
