5. Cooperating Registries proposal - any further discussion?:

6. Iterative Queries proposal - any further discussion?:

· There was no further discussion on the proposal that was presented last week.
· At this point, Farrukh mentioned the ebXML Grid project that is underway in Sydney.  Farrukh mentioned that this project may be a good fit for some of our V3 features, particularly Cooperating Registries and Event Notification.  For example, a change in registry contents can be communicated the grid, so that it may be propagated to all “grid users”.
· Farrukh would also like to explore the possibility of doing a prototype with the ebXML Grid project, to test out some of the V3 capabilities.
7.   Event Notification proposal:

· Nikola presented the Event Notification V3 proposal.  He stated that these concepts grew out of work that Farrukh presented at the Tokyo ebXML meeting in December 2000.
· Nikola also stated that this feature is what is commonly known as “publish/subscribe” - but it will be known as Event Notification for our registry specification.
· Komal brought up an issue for the Event Notification Team to address: with real-time subscriptions, what happens if a client is down?  A user may not want all event notifications accumulated during the “down” period.  Perhaps a parameter could be specified stating the number of days for which to retain notifications (e.g. only for the prior 3 days, etc.) 
8.   Content Based Query (CBQ) proposal:

· Farrukh presented a portion of the CBQ proposal (time did not allow for the entire proposal to be presented).  The last concept that he covered was the “Content Indexing Service”.
9.   REST proposal:

· Time did not allow.
