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Discussion

· Comments from last meeting approved.

· Registry Service v2.2 Changes:

· Should we combine the two documents because it was difficult to have a clean separation of each, and make it was easier to use.  In the end, the documents were not combined.

· The document has some new improvements such as:

· Improved format for the Request-Response protocols

· Syntax, parameters, and exceptions sections are in each section.

· REST Proposal added to Section 6.6 including mention of query and lifecycle manager.

· Changes made in Section 8.1 for iterative query (Ad hoc query and response).

· Chapter 9 Content-based Discovery, Chapter 10 Event Notification, and Chapter 11 Cooperating Registries were added.  The basic registry functions are outlined, and then the registries interoperating are detailed later in these new sections.

· Object versioning may need to be addressed more thoroughly in an implementation guide or later version.

· Some suggestions have been made to delay the specification.  Concerns were expressed by South Korea, although several other vendors are looking for cooperating and content-based discovery.  The decision was made to move forward, as the new OASIS process allows quicker incremental progress.

· Registry Information Model v2.2 Changes:

· Chapter 7.3 Object Reference support addressed (for example, for local objects).

· Classes are expressed in detail view and fundamental information.

· Add service related classes into Service Information Model.

· Add event notification and cooperating registry proposal details.

· If patterns or facets are found, the sections can be rearranged.

· XML.org will be implementing ebXML Registry.

Actions

· Need to have a section on exceptions to instill more consistency (such as in section 7.3).

· Need a short white paper on object versioning (Martin accepted).
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
