Discussion

· Specification review: Finished review of the ebRS and ebRIM specifications.  Najmi will provide the final specification to Fuger for editing.  This will be a standing item for upcoming meetings.

· Open Forum 2003 for Metadata Registries: The forum will occur in January 2003 in Sante Fe, New Mexico (http://metadata-stds.org/OpenForum2003/).  Martin gave a brief summary.

Draft: This tutorial will describe an ebXML Registry/Repository and how it has been implemented in multiple business environments. The tutorial will include:

· Description of a registry and repository

· Definition of its role in and value to business

· Its functions in an eBusiness architecture

· Use cases and implementation specifics

· Challenges

This tutorial will also include a panel question-and-answer session to engage everyone in the use cases presented and how it relates to their business needs and plans.

Extract of issues from Portillo:

1. Namespace naming (URI) and versioning to support application and web service behavior of registered artifacts.

2. Build time (namespace, domain) and run-time (URI resolution) resource discovery strategies using namespaces and collections and categorization.

3. Namespace URI resolution strategy down to a server or owned-space in a registry via some sort of registry service.

4. Strategy for dealing with multiple categorization schemes that allow the flexibility of a dynamic network along with the simplicity of hierarchical tree supporting human understanding.

5. Strategy for a categorization scheme that includes multiple user defined categorization schemes and ebXML defined Base categorization schemes that supports comparison and evaluation.

6. Collection strategy for Collaborations, documentation, agreements, translations, services, and actors.
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
