Minutes of the Meeting: ebXML Registry TC, Dec 12, 2002

Approval of minutes of the last meeting: Approved

Status on specs, review of changes:

Renamed REST to HTTP throughout the document to avoid any debate over

"what is REST" and "is our HTTP interface really REST". 
There were no issues raised with the above change.

Chapter 9 "Content Management Services (CMS)" (formerly

Content-based Discovery) has undergone major changes. The chapter has been generalized to allow for other types of CMS such as Content Validation Service. Using OO approach, CMS is treated as an abstract protocol, with Content Validation and Content Cataloging protocols as concrete implementations. This approach also provides extensibility for adding other CMS services in future in a pluggable manner.

The support for CMS in the Registry facilitates vertical industry groups standardizing upon validation services, there by enhancing interoperability of business content.

Another important change is to bring uniformity in the treatment of content referenced by ExtrinsicObject and ExternalLink types by Registry services. For example, the same objectType attribute is now utilized for resolving CMS services for both ExtrinsicObject and ExternalLink objects.

Farrukh walked the attendees through the sections of the chapter 9, which involved discussion of the generalization of CMS, the inline vs decoupled invocation of submitObject object, the polymorphic use of submitObject to also register the Validation, Catalogue Service, algorithm for resolving Services, etc. 

Kathryn suggested changing the title of Section 9.1 to  “Content Management Service Overview”, instead of “Abstract Content Management Service”.

It was clarified that providing solutions for registration of CMS Services was included in the original proposal for Content Management Services. 

Kathryn suggested making changes to identify clearly what parts of the Fig 51 describe the model and what parts are examples.

It was noted that there are security needs in supporting polices for CMS.

Review of action items:

The AI list is internal to TC and is primarily for project management of TC’s work. This list is not to be confused with the public issues log, maintained on the TC web site. There are volunteers badly needed for working on the AI. Monica volunteered for updating figure 4. Suresh and Sanjay to work on the security related AI. 

TC aims to come up with a draft for public comments to be ready by January.

Open Forum Presentation Update:

Kathryn will be working with the TC for the V3 overview presentation. Monica is working on the tutorial, three different case studies of Registry implementations, etc.

Farrukh proposed to treat the presentation materials, etc as deliverables from TC, going through the regular TC approval process. 

Presentation:

Farrukh introduced the presentation and sought feedback on the email list. It is an action item for the entire team to review the presentation as a potential way to represent the ebXML Registry work. Kathryn will arrange for a review session and trigger approval process, during the next meeting (Jan 9). 

Do we need to update the slides with the adoption information, list of implementations, etc. Perhaps have a pointer to Monica’s work.

White papers:

We discussed the white paper on positioning of UDDI and ebXML Registries. Kathryn had a telecon with UDDI chairs last week on this topic. One of the approaches discussed for making progress was to contract an external agency for editing the positioning document. Members of each TC will provide the base material, and the document will go through reviews and approvals of each TC. Kathryn asked for recommendations for independent contractors, comments, etc.

Other issues/items:

Nikola has talked briefly to Carl Lagoze from Cornell who is involved in some Digital Library efforts and has also sent him the Presentation that is a candidate for endorsement by the TC. Carl and Nikola might meet F2F in the near future to discuss how these efforts relate and whether they might be some opportunity for collaboration.
