3.   Status of Open Forum on Metadata Registries:

· Kathryn and Monica gave an update of the Open Forum meetings in Santa Fe, which are still in progress. Kathryn’s presentation on the registry was well received. Unfortunately, she used all the available time, leaving no time for Q & A. However, she was able to answer a number of questions off-line. 

· Monica’s presentation and panel discussion was also very fruitful. Kathryn will distribute the presentations along with Monica’s case studies and a list of questions posed by audience members.

· Monica expressed thanks to the many people who helped her and Kathryn with their presentations, especially Farrukh Najmi and Michael Wheaton of Sun.

· Kathryn had an interesting discussion concerning the EPA experience with registry implementation. They are interested in the enhancements being made to v. 3.0, since their ISO 11179 implementation does not entirely meet their needs. They have agreed to forward their requirements to Kathryn for us to consider. The requirements may identify enhancements needed for v 4.0.

· There was also an interesting discussion with NIST regarding the management of namespaces and the use of URIs for registry objects.

4. Status on specs, review of changes:

· Due to time constraints, the group decided not to continue with the detailed review of the specs that stopped with chapter 12 last meeting.

5. Review of action items:

· Joe Chiusano sent a summary document including information on several OASIS security-related initiatives, providing for each the TC URL, description, TC inception, and general information

· OASIS Rights language

· OASIS Security Assertion Markup Language (SAML)

· OASIS Extensible Access Control Markup Language (XACML)

· Kathryn and Monica had both sent their presentations to the group requesting feedback, which was provided as requested.

6. Other issues/items

· Farrukh is not aware of Suresh’s status with XACML. He will try to get an update by the next meeting and will try to have something roughed out at that time. [ACTION ITEM]

· Nikola is working on examples for Event Notification chapter. He finds there is a need for some schema changes and a need for further clarification in some areas. He will save work on filter query until schema changes have been completed.

· Matt MacKenzie will update the group on WSDL.  He has installed the latest version of .NET and is working with it. He believes that some tools may not support the latest data types. He will work with Farrukh. 

· Editorial fixes – Sally has both specs from Farrukh and will start with RIM. Farrukh will hold off on anything but bug fixes until she has completed this effort.

· There was a discussion of a use case related to an extrinsic object with a large repository item. An example was a product catalog that might have thousands of entries, each of which might have its own metadata as an extrinsic object, and a user might want to retrieve an individual item rather than the entire catalog. 

· Joe and Farrukh will work on a best-practices paper for web services use of registry. They will consider whether the use of SAML services in the registry will require additional spec work or can be covered under best practices.
