XML Registry Evaluation Criteria

Can manage all information related to the dataflows on the network, including standard XML tags, standard schema components, schemas under development and their status, schemas in use, schema users, organizations and point of contact information.

Provide the capability to manage data elements (tags) according to the ISO/IEC 11179 metadata registry standard, including definitions for data elements and enumerated list items to provide semantic content.

Provide the capability to manage data about XML objects in accordance with the OASIS/ebXML RIM.

Provide the capability to validate schema during registration.

Include an expandable hierarchical classification scheme for organization of XML objects.

Manage XML objects within namespaces and manage the dynamic, hierarchical namespace architecture.

Provide validation for uniqueness of XML tags within a namespace.

Provide support for human interaction with the Registry to search and retrieve XML objects over the WWW.

Provide support for automated interaction with the Registry to search and retrieve XML objects via an API.

Provide secure capability for human interaction with the Registry to edit records, including status updates, including roles for a Registration Authority, a Responsible Organization (and related Submitting Organization).

Support a dual system of object status codes, to track both the registration (or approval) level of the object, as well as the administrative status.

Provide secure capability for automated interaction with the Registry to update records via an API..

Provide support for collaborative development of schema by allowing initial registration of the file for review and comment.

Provide version control on all registered objects.

Provide an audit trail for all actions taken on a registry entry in accordance with ebXML standard.

Provide support for runtime validation of XML content by serving the schemas to the validation process as part of network operations. 

Manage and publish UDDI services for the Network.
