1. Minute taker 

Following the TC’s rotation, Uday Subbarayan agreed to take minutes for the meeting.

2. Approval of minutes from last meeting
The minutes of the previous teleconference were approved without objection.

3. Status on specs action items
Farrukh will be sending the spec to Sally this week.

Action Item:

We need to find a new owner for maintaining the spec issues list to take over this task from Farrukh.

Farrukh mentioned he would take the task of simplifying the object hierarchy w.r.t ccts. Farrukh discussed the proposal for “User Specified URLs for Registry Objects and repository items”. No objection raised to the proposal as described. The proposal is described in a recent email by Farrukh to regrep mailing list.

4. CCRIM update (Joe)
Joe mentioned that the cc work is on track. Joe mentioned about the new association core component work and this is related to the extensibility within association. The core component properties are going to be removed.

5. Interoperability demos of OASIS approved specs at XML 2003

Farrukh suggested that we build on the CEN/ISSS interop demo of ebMS at XML Europe 2003. Suggestions are to include CPP/As stored in multiple registries from two or more vendors. Interop between registries could focus on inter-registry object reference use cases and federated queries

Farrukh also mentioned about showing the interoperability between ebXML Registry and XACML in 2 ways-

a.) EbXML registry using XACML for access control policies.

b.) XACML implementation used EbXML registry as a XACML policy store.

Joe mentioned about the interoperability between ebXML Registry & UDDI.

There were discussions about conformance tests and interoperability tests and how to execute them. The need for Interoperability sub team was proposed. Farrukh suggested we explore if Mike Kass could lead the sub-team. It was suggested that spec authors provide an outline of a set of assertions that form the input to a conformance specification. The actual authoring of the conformance spec could then be done within ebXML IIC team.

6. UDDI technical note update
Joe gave some background on this recent e-mail string.  He had taken a look at the UDDI technical note and worked with the Registry TC to modify a couple paragraphs.  These were then submitted to the UDDI TC and accepted.

Joe/Nikola talked about formalizing a liaison as the accountable person to catch these types of issues.

AI: Kathryn will discuss with Karl for the formal way of doing it.

7. Marketing and Awareness update (Carl)

Carl mentioned-

a.) XML 2003 presentations

b.) EbXML Registry std. Conference

c.) EbXML/core component federal work

d.) The Professional ebXML Foundation book

8. Additional Technical Notes: Crosswalk; Discovering Web Services in an ebXML Registry; etc.
Farrukh said 1 technical note is enough for both discovery & registering web services. Joe suggested that the existing technical note could be updated to include publish and discovery both.  Joe and Farrukh agreed to work on a crosswalk document.

AI: Joe/Farrukh to complete the crosswalk by end of August.

9. Other issues/items
Peter said he would correct the mistake of mentioning UDDI in place of ebXML registry in the Adobe govt. project publications.

Farrukh will follow up with portlet TC in OASIS to get the equal status for ebXML registry like UDDI and Joe will follow up with XRML TC.

The need for October F2F will be discussed in emails.
