1. Minute taker: Farrukh Najmi


 


2. Approval of minutes from last meeting 





Minutes from last meeting were not available yet so approval was deferred.





3. FAQs for the TC public page - status


Kathryn asked TC members to submit questions and answers for FAQ. She said Q/A would be published into a TC FAQ by webmaster


Farrukh asked if we could manage the FAQ ourselves. Kathryn said this is not currently possible. 


Joe contribute several good FAQ entries on the fly and over email to get things rolling 


[ACTION ITEM - ALL] Send the TC list their FAQ suggestions.


4. Conformance test suite specifications - volunteers


Mike had sent an initial marked-up version of ebRS spec to identify Conformance Test Requirements (CTR). These are potentially testable items. 


He keyed in on MUST, SHOULD and MAY keywords to identify CTR. 


There is an HTML format for capturing CTR that was mailed by him earlier to TC list: 


Table includes column to reference a specification section and line number for each CTR. 


Mike suggested that the following three activities could be done in parallel with slight lag between each activity and its predecessor:


Marking ebRIM and ebRS specs to identify CTR.


Updating the the CTR document with CTRs marked up in specs.


Writing actual tests for each CTR using the IIC test framework (IIC-TF). 


IIC Test framework


XML format for test requirements 


XML format for test cases 


Originally designed for ebMS but should work with registry SOAP messages 


Using anteater at NIST 


Entirely XML based declarative framework which has its limitations 


[Agreement] 3 people taking 3 tasks vertically makes sense 


Farrukh asked whether composition of tests should be a goal. Mike felt better to keep things simple with some dependency between certain tests. Could do grouping or profile of tests if needed. 


[ACTION ITEM - KATHRYN] Agreed to take marking task. 


[ACTION ITEM â€“ Mike] Agreed to take writing requirements, Monica offered to help


[ACTION ITEM â€“ Mike]  Agreed to take writing test cases (at least initially)


5. Interoperability demos at XML 2003 - status


There is definite interest in TC in doing a demo 


Note from Dee forwarded to list tells deadlines and logistics 


Kathryn asked if we are at the point where we can send an abstract. Farrukh suggested that we build on draft scenario (DCC/May Clinic) posted by Farrukh. 


[Agreement] Build on draft  DCC/May Clinic scenario. 


Peter suggested enhancements to scenario. Farrukh to work with Peter on it. 


Kathryn asked Farrukh to take lead. Farrukh accepted. 


Jamie described demo logistics and answered many questions: 


Have an auditorium room. 


One or more 90 minute times. 5 or 6 sequential slots for demos. 


Overlapping demos not a problem. 


Suggested we make demo modular in case we need to adapt to changing circumstances. All agreed


Participants must be OASIS members


6. CCRIM review - see attached (Joe)


Review based on zip file sent earlier by Kathryn.


Joe walked through S23 to S43 using the figures as a guide. We will start with S44 next time.


CCTS defines 8 context drivers. CCRIM allows addition user defined context qualifiers. 


Joe: Eight was enough in 70s but not now :-) 


Nikola: should feed comment back to CCTS that 8 is not enough 


Discussion on make Slot a RegistryObject to allow Slot on Slot. 


Farrukh suggested that CCRIM use urn for Slot names. Joe agreed.


S43: Meaning map to description 


Nikola: Mentioned VAT example in CCTS spec. In VAT property term qualifier , CCTS does not indicate mechanism by which VAT qualifier is applied. It discussed that there are 2 context categories involved; one for Purchasing one for geo-political EU, and that AND means you associate VAT in front. We need some way to do so.


7. CC Review Technical Note - Volunteers 


[ACTION ITEM â€“ Joe] Agreed to take task. Anyone who can help please contact Joe. Paul asked how soon can this begin. Joe said right away.


8. TC process document 


Kathryn asked for TC members to send any comments on process document


Monica expressed concern about attendance rule at roll call.


Jamie described some background to new process.


9. Other issues/items


Make ExternalLink a composed object within RegistryObject.


Farrukh described performance and scalability issue posed by ExternalLinks as sent by Mei Zhao.


Nikola suggested query enhancement to specify referenced object fetch depth


Farrukh agreed with Nikola suggestion but said that making ExternalLinks composed was also needed to simplify designs. He suggested we do both query enhancement and make ExternalLink be composed.


[Agreement] TC members agreed to do both.
