2. Approval of minutes from last meeting and August 21st meeting

3. FAQs for the TC public page - status

All to review and comment FAQ posted to the web site (http://www.oasis-open.org/committees/regrep/faq.php)

 


4. Brochure - status

Carl briefly presented the brochure and mentioned discussions via listserv. Decisions were not to invent new name (use ebXML Registry) and not to address regulated vs. unregulated aspect. Joe suggested to include FAQ entries into brochure ("What is" and "What are the Benefits"). Carl thinks that both are already there. Decision is to merge CC section that is at the bottom of the first column with the similar section in the third column so there will be room for FAQ entries.  Farrukh suggested that Content management aspect should be addressed and Joe agreed that it should be included into FAQ as well into brochure. Kathryn suggested that TC should be cautious, because there are many features that ebXML Registry doesn't address and that are assumed to be in a Content Management System. Those tools support authoring through the whole life cycle of the content. Farrukh distinguished between Standards (don't exist) and Products (many). -> Long discussion. Joe suggested that we should move this discussion to the listserv.

 


5. OASIS standards to ISO

Kathryn reported that at the last ebXML JC meeting Karl and Jamie discussed submitting the OASIS approved ebXML standards to ISO.  This was tried earlier, but was halted due to complications with UN/CEFACT.  OASIS is planning to resume the activity to submit the standards to ISO, and wanted to let the TCs know this was the intention.  The level of submission to ISO will be at a national level approval, which is just below the international approval level.  Jamie will send an email to explain this in more detail.

 


6. Interoperability demos at XML 2003 - status

Farrukh said that there is a second version of the draft proposal and that it was sent to the listserv. Demo is based on a scenario that includes Health and Government. It is open to any ebXML and other OASIS specs like XAML, SAML ebMS, CPPA, BPSS and ebXML Registry. Quite a few companies are participating. Many of them would like to show their ebMS implementation. Regarding ebXML Registry, two implementations are in the demo so far: open-source ebxmlrr and Yellow Dragon Registry. Maybe two registries will demonstrate some of the spec-ed federation features. Farrukh asked Carl to propose how would the overall scenario include what Carl suggested might be useful to show. Peter will research and send to Farrukh about the best place in the scenario where someone would need to fill a PDF form that carries XML data. Kathryn reminded that the deadline for submission of the abstract to OASIS is 9/29.  Jamie indicated that what had already been submitted was fine, but that another abstract would be needed for the program information.

 


7. Conformance test suite specifications - status

Mike is now our formal liaison to the OASIS IIC. He has posted the table of requirements and assertions. Main groups of requirements are: Service Discovery, Lifecycle Management, Querying, Cataloging, Event Notification, Federation and Security. Tests requirements will follow Len's previous approach and will be organized so that some logical usage is represented. Cataloging requirement will be expanded to include Validation. The overall approach to producing the test requirements will be iterative -> small set of high-impact requirements will be addressed first.

 


8. CCRIM review - start at S44 (Joe)

Joe was leading the discussion. Group has covered requirements [S44-S58].

 


9. Other issues/items
