1. Minute taker – Zachary Alexander

2. Approval of minutes from last meeting – Correction was made by Carl Mattocks to the minutes of the last meeting.
3. E-Gov, Farrukh Najmi – The e-Gov TC is looking at a new updated registry requirements document for a pilot project in the UK. Action item – The Registry TC membership as a whole should take look at the document.  E-Gov TC also discussed the interoperability search interface (Z39.50).
4. SCM subcommittee report, Farrukh Najmi – The Industry Scenarios capture business level concerns. The Use Cases capture registry primitives. Going forward the SCM subcommittee will be using their meeting to identify requirements and log issues March 30th.  Currently the SCM team is working on sharing team documents with ontology community at large.

5. CC-review, Duane Nickull – The CC-Review responsibilities will transition from Joe Chiusano to Duane Nickull. The CC-Review team will document the scope and look at dependencies for serialization requirements. The definition of serialization will be based on needs of modelers and needs of registries at run time.  Duane has suggested a core components storage-related liaison with the UNCEFACT NDR project. Information for the non-normative best practices document is anticipated for March 4th meeting.

6. WSRP update, Farrukh Najmi – A technical note for using an ebXML Registry to publish and manage WSRP artifacts is being polished for the WRSP face-to-face March 1st. Farrukh is soliciting comments from WSRP TC. The anticipated completion date is end of March. Farrukh suggested that the document become a joint technical note. For the document to become a part of the Registry TC it needs to be posted and reviewed by the Registry TC members.  Action item –Farrukh agreed to repost the technical note. Registry TC Members should read and comment on the document.
7.  Kathryn Breininger reminded the team about the OASIS Symposium.
8. Stored queries, Farrukh Najmi – A stored query or parameterized query will provide the ability to save queries on the registries. Farrukh and Nikola agreed to describe the specification in an e-mail. Farrukh and Nikola agreed to take a look at using parameterized queries in event notification. Zachary Alexander to investigate adding preferences to manage parameterized queries.
9. WS-I, Nikola Stojanovic –  Nokila asked if the ebXML Registry should be in compliance with WS-I recommendations. Nikola agreed to provide a document outlining the issues associated with investigating WS-I compliance.
