1. Minute taker: Kathryn volunteered to take minutes.


2. The title pages for the v3.0 documents still need to be updated to reflect their status as OASIS Standards with the approval date. 
ACTION ITEM: Kathryn will coordinate with Jamie.
3. OASIS Symposium: We discussed the OASIS Symposium in general, noting that many great ideas were generated during the brainstorming session.  We noted that many of the items on the brainstorm list reflected a need to promote and publicize the ebXML Registry work.  We plan to focus on this in the near term, specifically starting with the webinar.
4. Webinar discussion:  The TC agreed to aim for the week of July 18th for the webinar, and that we would need 1.5 – 2 hours for the session.  Sun has agreed to host the webinar session and will work the details with Andy Moir.  Carol Geyer and the OASIS staff will help promote and publicize the webinar, and provide a staff member to introduce the session.  We talked briefly about the audience, noting that we plan to do a short 4-question survey with the registration so that we can get a feel for the audience’s level of technical detail.  The plan is to do a presentation that will include an overview, benefits, new features, possibly highlight some implementations, and then do a short demo (about 15 minutes) followed by a Q&A session. 
ACTION ITEM: Kathryn agreed to draft a high-level description for the TC’s review.  


5. Publicity for the version 3.0 standards: Kathryn had asked Carol about additional publicity for version 3.0.  Carol asked for a list of new features that the writers could work with, and the names of implementation contacts that would be willing to provide quotes for an article.  Farrukh and Carl volunteered to be implementation contacts.  It was suggested that Peter may also be available for quotes.  
ACTION ITEM: Kathryn will submit the list of new features that had been compiled for the submission package to Carol, and the contact names (Farrukh and Carl).  
ACTION ITEM: Peter, would Adobe (you) be willing to be contacted for quotes for an article?
ACTION ITEM: Please let Kathryn know of any other implementations that may be willing to provide quotes for an article.   

6. Conformance testing:  It was agreed that conformance testing is another area that we need to be working on.  NIST had completed a small set of tests for ebRS 2.1 as a proof of concept for the Test Framework 1.1.  The NIST POC ebXML Test Framework implementation is freely available for anyone to use, although it is not yet complete.  Many functions defined in the ebXML Test Framework v1.1 specification are not implemented in the NIST POC (see note from Mike Kass).  Jacques Durand and the IIC TC are continuing the ebXML conformance testing effort.  At the OASIS Symposium, Andy Moir talked briefly about adoption services, conformance testing and certification services that OASIS is working on this year.  Sally mentioned that it would be nice if we could bring something into the Inventory Visibility and Interoperability (IV&I) work NIST is doing with AIAG, and get the labs at NIST to talk together.  It was suggested that conformance testing be done as an open source project, and that an abstract test suite is not as useful as an automated test suite.  Some concern was raised regarding the TC doing conformance testing.  Kathryn agreed to talk with Jacques and with Andy about conformance testing.
ACTION ITEM:  Kathryn to talk to Jacques and to Andy Moir about conformance testing and how they may be able to assist us.
