1. Minute Taker

Monica agreed to take minutes for the meeting.

2. Approval of minutes from past meeting

The TC had not had time to review minutes from the previous meetings.  Minutes will be reviewed and approved at the next meeting.
3. OASIS Adoption Forum

Harnad: OASIS Adoption Forum will be held 17 Oct in London.  It will be an annual OASIS event open to members and non-members.  This one day session will be chaired by John Borras, OASIS Board.  The Forum will close with an industry standards panel (CEN-ISS, GS1, OASIS, etc will participate).  It will cover eGovernment and eHealth, for example.  Fee is $250 USD. Jane is the event coordinator, jane.harnad@oasis-open.org.

Chiusano: May wish to extend to 2 days after this first event.

Harnad: First event was planned conservatively because of overall costs.  Will consider this in the future.

Breininger: TC slides from Lightning Round as introductory text to the TC.  Some are similar to the main presentation.

Bedini: Don't understand how this will work together.

Breininger: Farrukh's comments, and the image, are not in the slide deck.  Some don't agree this image should be used?

Mattocks: We agree the current figure needs to change.

Breininger: Will delete the material in the TC introduction to not overlap with main presentation.

Mattocks: The more we can speak to SOA, the better our audience will understand its relevance. This edit is my action item.

Martin: Please ensure we concentrate on service-orientation broader than SOA. Need to also show importance for eBusiness.

Chiusano: SOA can operate at many levels. Need service-orientation to create an SOA.

Martin: Think more broadly than web services.  There may not be WSDL or a concrete interface, such as a business process definition that doesn't define the interface but may provide an abstract name.

Chiusano: Use words like abstract and concrete.

Mattocks: BCM speaks about service in a different way as well. This is an overloaded term. Registering a car has a business service and perhaps a web service that could technically enable that.  Need to capture these abstractions.

Martin: Could we use the picture but expand the wording to capture these concepts?

Mattocks: Yes.

Breininger: We will set up a practice run for the webinar before the event.

Mattocks: We can't make more progress without brief update.

Martin: We could handle over the list.  Will send an example to business process definition to use if possible or needed.
