1. Approval of previous meeting minutes
Postponed (January 12th not available, February 16th not available)

2. Minute taker
Paul Macias agreed to take the minutes.
3. IPR transition process

If the TC believes its work will be completed before an IP vote is required, then we don’t need to do a transition.  However, if the TC believes it will be working beyond the deadline in 2007, then the TC has to pursue a vote on the IP transition.

Based on the views expressed during the call it is believed that the TC will likely have work to conduct past the 2007 deadline.  Unless there are objections the group will operate under the assumption that we need to plan for transitioning to the new IP.

4. Compatibility between ebXML specs; errata processes
Monica Martin has communicated that the ebXML JC is looking for a compatibility statement that would be consistent across all the ebXML specs.  Since some have been approved this will require an errata process for specs like RIM and RS.

The intent of the statement is to recognizes that each spec can be implemented independently, but note that they are part of a larger framework that might interest readers.

AI: Kathryn will forward the text and process for evaluating to the listserve.
5. Proposal for Deployment Profile template

Nikola suggested that groups, like HL7, be actively engaged to review the profile templates, and get their input on how their profiles match to what has been crafted in the template.  A suggestion was made that a session at the OASIS Symposium might be arranged to encourage groups to learn about the profile template and provide feedback.
AI: Kathryn and Pim will draft a message to send to TCs.  Farrukh will provide them recommendations of TCs to approach.

Pim explained that the ebXML Implementation, Interoperability and Conformance (IIC) TC has developed templates for messaging and business processes.  The group would like templates from each of the ebXML communities, and see that the Reg/Rep profile templates already are the type that the group is looking for.  He would encourage that the profile templates be added to the three already put together by IIC.

One question the IIC had was if the Reg/Rep TC would be agreeable to organize the document to have a similar presentation as the ones put out by IIC?

Ivan is willing to receive comments on the presentation of the profiles that might create a common look.
6. Type Extensibility

Farrukh noted that the wiki page has been setup.  The next step is to add the type extensibility proposal, and get comments from the TC on the content.
AI: Farrukh will post a message to the listserve asking for TC members to submit comments.

7. Face-to-face at OASIS Symposium

A roll-call of members planning to attend the symposium was taken.
Pim noted that there could be a problem with the multi-TC session if not enough Reg/Rep members are present.

a) AI: Kathryn will follow-up with the IHE community (Bill Majurski) to get their reaction to the materials and recommendations we sent them in January.
