David mentioned that the proposal has been posted to the list. He also mentioned that AJAX is in scope and that this should be a standalone component. Farrukh asked about whether the output of the subcommittee is something like specification and David confirmed. Nikola asked about whether we should call this REST as for HTTP interface we don’t use acronym REST and David said it is primarily HTTP and AJAX.
