4. OASIS ANNUAL FORUM 
Kathryn and Monica reported that the symposium audience was composed of highly energized practitioners. 
Of the Topics under discussion there was much discussion about amount of Web Service oriented standards i.e.. the WS alphabet soup generated when vendor competition produces another WS schema refinement. 
How to identify which specification is most appropriate and how to implement them. 
Also noted that there seemed to be a general acceptance of ebXML as a comprehensive suite of specifications and some questions on the WS architectural approach for content management. 

Monica reported that the main topic of interest for European government attendees was leveraging OASIS and related UNCEFACT specifications. 
Monica also observed that attendees from Asian countries sought to implement all architectural aspects of SOA i.e. UOML which seeks to leverage UBL approach for typing document containers. 

Building on these observations it was proposed that the upcoming webinars ensure the audience understands that the authors of EBusiness specifications focus on where the "rubber meets the road". 
Kathryn offered to share some of the notes she produced at the symposium. Additionally, she intends to reach out to other attendees that could take advantage of the ebXML Registry specifications. e.g. cataloging of UOML structures.
