RLTC Procedures for Technical Work

Work on Specifications

Work on a specification progresses in the reflectors and meetings of the subcommittee established by the technical committee and charged with the task of working on that specification.  Such progress will be made by consensus of the subcommittee, which shall be declared by the Chair.

Specifications

Each specification will have a name and major and minor version numbers and will be approved according to the OASIS process for the same.  Specifications sharing a name but differing in version numbers are considered separate specifications.  There is no guarantee that specifications sharing the same name (but differing in major and/or minor version numbers) will be compatible.

Amendments

Amendments to existing specifications are required from time to time to keep up with emerging technology and incremental changes to improve upon existing specifications.  Errors in specifications shall be corrected via Errata when allowed (see “Errata” below).

An amended specification shall be backwards compatible with the existing specification and all prior amendments.


Amendments shall be approved in the same manner as specifications.

Errata


Errors in specifications (and their amendments) are corrected via errata.


Errata shall by used only to correct errors and shall not introduce any new technology in order to do so.  (In the event that new technology is required, an amendment shall form the basis for the correction.)


Errata shall be approved in the same manner as specifications.

Publishing


Published specifications shall indicate the name, major and minor version numbers, and the status of the specification, which will be one of Subcommittee Draft, Committee Specification, or OASIS Standard (in accordance with the OASIS process).


Published amendments shall indicate the name and major and minor version numbers of the specification they amend together with a modification number, which is assigned to both amendments and errata so that the first modification (be it an amendment or an errata) is number 1, the second is number 2, and so on, and the status of the amendment, which will be one of Subcommittee Draft, Committee Specification, or OASIS Standard (in accordance with the OASIS process).


Published errata shall indicate the name and major and minor version numbers of the specification they correct together with a modification number, which is assigned to both amendments and errata so that the first modification (be it an amendment or an errata) is number 1, the second is number 2, and so on, and the status of the errata, which will be one of Subcommittee Draft, Committee Specification, or OASIS Standard (in accordance with the OASIS process).


From time to time, the approved specifications, amendments, and errata may be rolled up (combined) for publishing in order to reduce the complexity of reading multiple texts associated with implementing the specifications.  In such a case, the resulting document shall carry a status which is one of Subcommittee Draft, Committee Specification, or OASIS Standard (in accordance with the OASIS process) and shall incorporate all and only the amendments and errata to the base specifications that have the same status as the resulting document.  This resulting document shall indicate the name and major and minor version numbers of the base specifications together with the highest incorporated modification number for each.
