What to expect at the SAML Interop
Thank you for your interest in participating in the SAML 2.0 Interop Lab at the RSA Conference.  Like last year’s Interop event, we expect this to be a rewarding event for participating vendors.

 

The Lab will showcase interoperability between vendors delivering federated identity solutions built around the SAML 2.0 specification, in real-life use cases.   The event is being underwritten primarily by the U.S. General Services Administration’s eAuthentication Initiative, with additional contributions by Enspier and RSA Security.    
Set-up & testing:   
Similar to last year’s Interop event, our intent is secure this area during the first few days of the Conference in order to perform our interop testing prior to opening the event to the public.  We will have access to the show floor beginning for set up and testing beginning Sunday at 10 a.m.  Interop participants should expect to be present in the booth for set-up and testing beginning at 10 a.m. on Sunday.  Set-up and testing will run through Tuesday evening.  The Interop booth will be curtained off while the RSA Conference exhibit floor is open Tuesday.

Interop event:  
The Interop lab will be open during the final 2 days of the conference.  The SAML Interop Lab will be presented in a 20X20 booth space, which will open when the show floor opens at 10 a.m., Wednesday, and run during normal exhibition hall hours Wednesday and Thursday.  The Interop Lab will not be open on Tuesday, the first day of the RSA Conference exhibit hall.

Press event:
A press & analyst event will be hosted on Wednesday, February 16 at 9:30 a.m.  Press and analyst attendees will be escorted to the Interop demo area.  Brief presentations will be delivered by representatives from OASIS and GSA.  Bob Ciochan, and Rob Philpott, representing the OASIS SSTC will then present an on overview of what is being demonstrated in the Interop booth.

Press release:
OASIS will issue a press release on Wednesday morning, announcing the SAML 2.0 Interop event, and participating vendors.  Participating vendors have the option of issuing complementary releases to coincide with the OASIS release.  Complementary releases should go out simultaneously with the OASIS release scheduled for February 16, or afterward. Staffing:
Vendors will be placed on a rotating schedule during the Interop demo hours.   Participating vendors are expected to staff their respective demo stations during the times they are scheduled.   A maximum of two staff members are allowed for each demo station.

Collateral:  
Collateral is limited to one piece per participating vendor.  Collateral should be supportive of product or solutions supporting the SAML specification.

Shipping:  
It is suggested all vendors ship collateral to their hotel and carry it on to the show floor to avoid drayage expense.
Demo stations:
There will 5 demo stations running concurrently during the Interop event.  A monitor, keyboard and mouse will be provided for each demo station.
Signage:  
RSA will be producing placard signs for each vendor presenting a demo, using the logos you have provided.
