Issue 87 Wording

Based on Policy Framework Spec CD02 Rev04
1. Global change: “Infoset for External Attachment” to “Domain Composite Infoset”.

2. Change lines 388 to 399 as below

@appliesTo (0..1) - a string which is an XPath 1.0 expression identifying one or more SCA constructs this policySet can configure. The contents of @appliesTo MUST match the XPath 1.0 [XPATH] production Expr. [POL30018] The @appliesTo attribute uses the Domain Composite Infoset as described in Appendix A.

 
@attachTo (0..1) - a string which is an XPath 1.0 expression identifying one or more elements in the Domain.  It is used to declare which set of elements the policySet is actually attached to. The contents of @attachTo MUST match the XPath 1.0 production Expr. [POL30019], The @appliesTo attribute uses the Domain Composite Infoset as described in Appendix A.  See the section on "Attaching Intents and PolicySets to SCA Constructs" for more details on how this attribute is used.

3. Change line 427 in the example from:

appliesTo="sca:binding.ws" to

appliesTo="//sca:binding.ws"
3. Change paragraph on line 454 to 461 as below.

With this design principle in mind, an XPath expression that is the value of an @appliesTo attribute designates what a policySet applies to. Note that the XPath expression will always be evaluated against the Domain Composite Infoset as described in Appendix A. The policySet will apply to any  binding or implementation elements returned from the expression. So, for example, appliesTo=”//binding.ws” will match any web service binding. If appliesTo=”//binding.ws[@impl=’axis’]” then the policySet would apply only to web service bindings that have an @impl attribute with a value of ‘axis’.
4. Change lines 843 and 844 as below:

The XPath applies to the  Domain Composite Infoset.  Construction of this infoset is decribed in Appendix A.
5. Remove lines 845 to 858 that describe the Infoset for External Attachment
6 Create Appendix A describing the construction of the Domain Composite Infoset.  This is an existing action re. issue 107.
