3. Emerging Technology: SOA for Data (XML CoP and SICoP) - More agile than conventional data management and data standards approaches.

4. And now a new Data Subcommittee just announced by AIC Co-Chair Charlie Havekost at FOSE 2006: That sounds like it will also do SOA for Data! New charter also being drafted.

And elevating Core.gov to serve all the SCs will promote collaboration and integration.
