1.    Welcome by convener. Typically, this is an informal, short talk, limited to housekeeping issues such as conference bridge or F2F location issues.

2.    Roll call by convener. In this step, the convener, usually with OASIS staff assistance, matches the names of pre-registered people against the meeting attendees in order to determine TC membership. To become a member at the first meeting, a prospective member must have been on the roster 15 days before the meeting, and also must be present at this meeting. 3.    Election of the chair or co-chairs. The convener should note the nominations made in the proposal, and ask for additional nominations from TC members. The nominee with the greatest number of votes wins. Upon the election of the chair(s), the chair(s) takes the lead of the meeting and the role of convener ends.
