	Standards are Boring - Standards & Interoperability:  Nothing stands in the way of interoperability more than incompatibility - incompatible protocols, incompatible data formats, incompatible operations, incompatible semantics, incompatible you-name-its. The key to solving the incompatibility problem is standards, but standards tend to be low-priority to both end-users (who are focused on solving important short-term problems) and vendors (who may not see interoperability with competitors as an important product attribute). This talk will outline both business and technical factors driving standardization, the accompanying benefits, and the steps the Object Management Group is taking to enable interoperability - along with other "ilities" such as portability, scalability, security, and more - through standards built through cooperation of both vendors and end-users.
