Questions and Comments regarding UBL Business Document V1.0

1. Invoice (Questions and Suggested Fix)

(1) Inconsistency between Spreadsheet and Example

· There are the following description in JoineryInvoice.Example-a4.pdf.

Invoice Date: 2003-02-25

Issue Date: 2003-02-03

I cannot understand the difference between Invoice Date and Issue Date.

· At the other side, there is no BBIE of ‘InvoiceDate’ in Invoice spreadsheet. I suppose that the example is mistaken.

(2) Inconsistency between Cardinality and Definition

· The Cardinality of the following ASBIE is ‘0,,n’.

OrderReference

    DespatchDocumentReference

ReceiptDocumentReference

· But, the Definition says ‘one or more’. 

· The following are my supposed corrections. Because, I suppose that the OrderReference is essential to define. But DespatchDocumentReference and ReceiptDocumentReference are not essential to define.

2. Address (ABIE) in Reusable (Questions)

(1) The Representation Term of StreetName is Text. But, the Representation Term of AdditionalStreetName is Name. We (JPLSC) cannot understand this inconsistency of Representation Term between StreetName and AdditionalStreetName. Either is mistaken or something? 

(2) There is Department (BBIE) in Address (ABIE). We cannot understand why there is Department (BBIE) in Address (ABIE). We think that the Department is not a component of Address. We think that the Department is used as one information of Party or Contact.

3. Examples in Spreadsheet (Recommendation to improve)

(1) Examples in Spreadsheet are very helpful for users to understand BIEs in UBL Business Documents.

(2) But, some BIEs in Reusable have no examples. All BIEs in all Business Documents (from Order to Invoice) have no examples. We recommend that UBL team had better add examples in the spreadsheets.
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
