- incorporates ebXML Registry Information Model and Registry Services specifications as well as other ebXML specifications in its architecture. 

- supports registration and search of CPPs, XML DTDs and Schemas. The ebXML specifications and other EC related reference materials are serviced by the linked Korea ebXML Standardization Website (www.ebxml.or.kr).
- built with limited service functionalities, but intended to be upgraded as ebXML specifications are further developed.

Ebxmlrr (OASIS ebXML Registry Reference Implementation Project) (version 2 registry implementation)


- Intended audience: developers.

- the test registry is intended as a testing tool for developers interested in developing ebXML related products.
-Open source community project hosted at Source Forge, seeded with Sun code base and led by Sun. 

- The goal of the ebxmlrr project was to deliver a functionally complete reference implementation for the OASIS ebXML Registry V2.0 specification by March 2002.

- The initial code base for the project originated from a donation (in November 2001) of an internal implementation by Sun Microsystems Inc. Since then, an international community of developers committed to open international standards has worked together to complete this implementation of the OASIS standard.

- the HKU ebXML Registry is an online test version of the OASIS Standard. (developed by the Centre for E-Commerce Infrastructure Development [CECID], Department of Computer Science Information Systems, the University of Hong Kong). CECID is operating the registry on a trial basis, as part of its Project Phoenix, which is sponsored by the Innovation and Technology Commission of the Hong Kong Government, to establish an ebXML software infrastructure in Hong Kong.

-a “standard online index of items needed by companies to do business in particular industries”, provided for the work of DISA-affiliated organizations.

-The current protoype uses objects offered by two of DISA's vertical industry affiliates.

- compliant with the OASIS ebXML registry specifications, therefore will allow for cross-indexing in related registries offered by complementary standards organisations or industries. 

- will include business process models, XML schemas and DTDs, and related business objects (such as industry-specific code lists) in a systematic way, as well as an index of the profiles of companies that support the industry specifications. 

- will be able to expand to include new specifications still in development.

XBRL
All users of the financial information supply chain: public and private companies, the accounting profession, regulators, analysts, the investment community, capital markets and lenders, as well as key third parties such as software developers and data aggregators. 
-Extensible Business Reporting Language (XBRL) is an open specification which uses XML-based data tags to describe financial statements for both public and private companies.

- XBRL.org includes various taxonomies, including:

· XBRL GL, the “Journal” Taxonomy, designed to be the core for representing information that flows from transactions to reports, including journals, balances, and general ledger, and provides drill-down detail for XBRL reporting taxonomies;

· IASCF (International Accounting Standards Committee Foundation) CI Taxonomy for Primary Financial Statements (PFS);  

- XBRL Australia has been set up by the Joint Standing Committee of the Institute of Chartered Accountants in Australia and CPA Australia. It is specifically aimed at extending the international XBRL taxonomy for Australian reporting requirements with its Australian members. The website includes the Australian Generally Agreed Accounting Principals (GAAP) taxonomies.

Biztalk (Microsoft)

- BizTalk.org was created to “encourage the exchange and definition of XML-based documents.” 

- The BizTalk Framework was an XML framework for application integration and electronic commerce. It included a design framework for implementing an XML schema and a set of XML tags used in messages sent between applications. Software companies and industry standards groups (who were BizTalk members) could use the framework to create XML schemas in a consistent manner.

- BizTalk Framework schemas could be registered and stored on the BizTalk.org Web site. Any individual or organization could download the framework and use it to create and submit an XML schema to the Web site, or use XML schemas from the website within their applications.

The IBM XML Registry/Repository (XRR )

- data management tool which supports registration, searching, and delivery for XML resources including schemes (DTD, XSD), stylesheets (XSL) and instance documents (WSDL). User can use XRR to obtain an XML artifact automatically, search or browse for an XML artifact, deposit an XML artifact with or without related data, and register an XML artifact without deposit. 

- Organizations that are registered as submitting organisations can submit and register DTDs, schemes, stylesheets, and other types of XML documents.” Users can search the registry and download registered objects.

Distributive Registry

(Global Tradedesk)



- allows each company to directly update their entry in all of their Trading Partners own registries. This allows companies to talk directly with their trading partners, making the best use of network bandwidth.

- Businesses can operate on the "Distributive Grid" and share registry information with everybody or operate privately only talking to their own trading partners.
-Does not comply with open ebXML standards (proprietary solution).
