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OASIS UBL JPLSC

Proposals to UBL Business Documents by Mapping Study from Japanese Major Business Document to UBL

These are proposals regarding UBL BIEs by Mapping Study from Japanese Major Business Document (ECALGA developed by JEITA) to UBL submitted by UBL JPLSC.

The processes of mapping study were follows.

· The Electronic Commerce Promotion Council of Japan (ECOM) has developed the Manufacturing SME business document based on ECALGA. The Manufacturing SME business document is a subset of ECALGA.

· ECOM has mapped the Manufacturing SME business document to UBL business document initially. In the procedure of the mapping study, ECOM has noticed several questions and recommendations about UBL BIEs.

· Both ECOM and UBL JPLSC have reviewed the documents of the mapping study and the several questions and recommendations about UBL BIEs.

· UBL JPLSC has translated the documents to English language and submitted to UBL TC. 

1. ConsignmentIndicator

1.1 Proposal by JPLSC

(1) Proposal

Add ‘ConsignmentIndicator’ BBIE under ‘Item’ ABIE in Reusable.
(2) Reason of this proposal

· Manufacturing SME business document based on ECALGA needs ConsignmentIndicator (Semi indispensable).

· There is a consignment trade in Japan. The consignment trade is one kind of business models regarding SCM in Japan. 

(3) Explanation of consignment trade




· Consignment trade is a trade model that the supplier replenishes Items or Goods at the Consignment warehouse near the buyer site.

· The buyer can pick up the Items or Goods in the Consignment warehouse at any time when the buyer need. This trade model is convenient for the buyers.

· The supplier should keep the suitable Stocks in the Consignment warehouse.

· Generally, the buyer send the ‘Purchasing Demand’ business document earlier the consignment trade, to do this consignment trade.

(4) Contents of ConsignmentIndicator

· 1: Normal Trade

· 2: Consignment trade

(5) Consideration

· ‘ConsignmentIndicator’ is a BIE which is used at ‘Purchasing Demand’ business model.

· Since UBL has not developed the ‘Purchasing Demand’ business model yet, adding ‘ConsignmentIndicator’ BIE to Item in Reusable might be inappropriate in the current UBL situation. It is OK for JPLSC to withdraw this proposal.

1.2 Discussion at UBL TC (Pacific UBL TC Call 14|15 March 2005)

Agreed: The requirement for Consignment Indicator is deferred until we develop a purchase demand business process model.
2. SupplyCode

2.1 Proposal by JPLSC

(1) Proposal

Add ‘SupplyCode’ BBIE under ‘Item’ ABIE in Reusable.
(2) Reason of this proposal

· Manufacturing SME business document based on ECALGA needs SupplyCode. (Semi indispensable).

· There is a supply goods business model in Japan. 

(3) Explanation of supply goods business model





· Supply goods business model is a business model that the buyer supplies some supply goods to the supplier for the supplier’s manufacturing.

· The typical example of the supply goods is a tool to manufacture the purchasing Items or Goods.
· The information regarding the supply goods is informed by another business document like ‘Supply Goods Information’, ‘Supply Goods Result Information’.  
(4) Contents of SupplyCode

· 1: No supply goods

· 2: There are supply goods. The fee is charged.

· 3: There are supply goods. The fee is not charged.

· 4: There are supply goods. The fee is mixed.

(5) Consideration

· ‘SupplyCode’ is a BIE which is used at supply goods business model.

· Since UBL has not developed the supply goods business model yet, adding ‘SupplyCode’ BIE to Item in Reusable might be inappropriate in the current UBL situation. It is OK for JPLSC to withdraw this proposal.

2.2 Discussion at UBL TC (Pacific UBL TC Call 14|15 March 2005)

Agreed: The requirement for Supply Code is deferred until we develop a supply goods business process model.
3. ContractConditionCode

3.1 Proposal by JPLSC

(1) Proposal

Add ‘Contract’ ASBIE in UBL Order.
(2) Reason of this proposal
· Manufacturing SME business document based on ECALGA needs ContractConditionCode (Optional).

· We think that the ContractConditionCode is equivalent to CotractTypeCode (BBIE) in Contract (ABIE) in UBL Reusable.

· But, UBL Order does not use the ‘Contract’ ABIE as ASBIE.

(3) Explanation of ContractConditionCode
· ContractConditionCode specifies characteristic of the contract. 
· ContractConditionCode means, for example, Orders continuously in same conditions, or Orders in every case in different conditions.
(4) Contents definition of ContractConditionCode
· The contents’ definition of ContractConditionCode should be defined by the actual trading companies themselves. The contents’ definition is not defined commonly by ECALGA.
(5) Remarks

· There is ContractDocumentReference (ASBIE) in UBL Order. We think that the ContractDocumentReference is a reference of contract document. The ContractDocumentReference is not suitable for the ContractConditionCode.

· There is ‘Contract’ ABIE in Reusable. We don’t know where the ‘Contract’ ABIE in Reusable is referred from by UBL business documents.

3.2 Discussion at UBL TC (Pacific UBL TC Call 14|15 March 2005)

Agreed: Create a new ASBIE for Contract and add it to the UBL Order; add a note to the description of the process scenario to the effect that the Order Contract applies to all items on the Order.
4. ItemName

4.1 Proposal by JPLSC

(1) Proposal

Add ‘Name’ BBIE under ‘Item’ ABIE of UBL Reusable.

(2) Reason of this proposal
· Manufacturing SME business document based on ECALGA uses the following three BIEs to identify the Item.

a.  Item Identification (or Item Code)

b.  Item Name

c.  Item Specification (or Item Description)

· Both Item Identification and Item Name are indispensable BIEs. Item Specification is optional BIE.

· ‘Item’ ABIE of UBL Reusable has both BuyerItemIdentification (ASBIE) and Description (BBIE). ‘Item Identification’ of Manufacturing SME business document based on ECALGA is equivalent to BuyerItemIdentification of Item ABIE of UBL Reusable. ‘Item Specification’ of Manufacturing SME business document based on ECALGA is equivalent to Description (BBIE) of Item ABIE of UBL Reusable.

· But, there is no ‘Name’ BBIE under ‘Item’ ABIE of UBL Reusable.

(3) Examples

The following is an example of a printing paper supplied by Ricoh Company in Japan.
· Item Identification: 90-1311

· Item Name: My Paper

· Item Specification: Printing paper for PPC, LBP, IJP. Acid-free paper. A4 size. 500 sheets in one package.

4.2 Discussion at UBL TC (Pacific UBL TC Call 14|15 March 2005)

Agreed: Add a name for the item.
5. InspectionID or InspectionCode

5.1 Proposal by JPLSC

(1) Proposal

Add ‘InspectionID’ BBIE or ‘InspectionCode’ BBIE in UBL Order.
(2) Reason of this proposal
· Manufacturing SME business document based on ECALGA needs InspectionID or InspectionCode (Semi indispensable).

(3) Content of InspectionID or InspectionCode

· The content is a code to specify the inspection method for the buyers.

· The code is alpha numeric 3 characters.

5.2 Discussion at UBL TC (Pacific UBL TC Call 14|15 March 2005)

Agreed: Call this Inspection Method Code.  But we need examples to decide whether this is part of Order or part of Line Item.
5.3 Research the example of InspectionID or InspectionCode

(1) Usage of InspectionID or InspectionCode in Japan

The buyer identifies the inspection method, when the buyer will accept the purchased item.

The definition of the content of InspectionID or InspectionCode will be defined by buyer.

(2) Example of InspectionID or InspectionCode in Japan

· 0: No inspection

· 1: Sampling inspection

· 2: All items inspection 

The InspectionID or InspectionCode is information to line item or item in UBL Reusable.

6. DeliveryContact

6.1 Proposal by JPLSC

(1) Proposal

Add ‘DeliveryContact’ ASBIE in ‘Delivery’ ASBIE in Reusable.
(2) Reason of this proposal
· Manufacturing SME business document based on ECALGA uses both DeliveryAddress (Option) and DeliveryContact (Option).

· The ‘Delivery’ ASBIE has ‘DeliveryAddress’. But, the ‘Delivery’ ASBIE does not have ‘DeliveryContact’.

6.2 Discussion at UBL TC (Pacific UBL TC Call 14|15 March 2005)

Delivery needs to know contact details.  We can see two alternative solutions: (1) Delivery Contact, and (2) Delivery Address Contact; that is to say, we can add the ASBIE between Contact and Delivery, or we can add the ASBIE between Contact and Address.  To be decided: Is the contact independent of the address?  Input requested from the list; for resolution next week.
6.3 Discussion at UBL JPLSC F2F meeting (March 17 in Tokyo)

The JPLSC member said that the Contact should be independent to Address.

Reason: The contact person may be lived at another location other than the specified Delivery Address.

7. BuyerBarcodeInformation

7.1 Proposal by JPLSC 

(1) Proposal

Add ‘BuyerBarcodeInformation’ BBIE in Order or any other place of Reusable.
(2) Reason of this proposal
· Manufacturing SME business document based on ECALGA uses BuyerBarcodeInformation (Semi Indispensable).

(3) Explanation of the usage of Bar Code

· In Japan, the buyer usually uses Bar Code to identify the received items, when the buyer receives the ordered items from the supplier. 

· The buyer specifies the Bar Code information in the Order business document, when the buyer submits the purchase order to the supplier.

· The Bar Code is printed on the delivery forms submitted by the supplier. The delivery forms is delivered with the items when delivery. 

(4) Content of BuyerBarcodeInformation

· The content is alpha numeric 23 characters.

(5) Consideration

· If this proposal is appropriate for UBL BIEs, UBL TC might have to add the BuyerBarcodeInformation in the UBL DespatchAdvice business document.

7.2 Discussion at UBL TC (Pacific UBL TC Call 14|15 March 2005)

Agreed: This requirement can be met by using the current Buyers Item Identification ABIE.
7.3 Further research by Y-Saito

Y-Saito (JPLSC) has researched the typical example to use BuyerBarcodeInformation by asking the engineer of ECALGA and JPLSC members.

(1) Usage of BuyerBarcodeInformation

When the buyer send the purchase order to the supplier, the buyer attach the information of BuyerBarcodeInformation in the purchase order. The Bar Code gotten by BuyerBarcodeInformation will be printeded on the Delivery form (Printed form) submitted by the supplier, when the supplier will deliver the purchased item. The buyer will use the Bar Code, when the buyer will accept the item. The BuyerBarcodeInformation is additional information at the purchasing and acceptance of purchased items for the convenience to the buyer.

(2) Typical example of BuyerBarcodeInformation

In most cases at ECALGA business model, the content of BuyerBarcodeInformation is Order Number or Item Number by the buyer.

(3) Issue

I think that the Item Identification ABIE may be appropriate.

But, we mapped the Item Identification ABIE to another BIE already.

Example of a printing paper supplied by Ricoh Company in Japan.:

· Item Identification: 90-1311

· Item Name: My Paper

· Item Specification: Printing paper for PPC, LBP, IJP. Acid-free paper. A4 size. 500 sheets in one package.

· BuyerBarcodeInformation: 123456789012345678 (Bar Code)

(4) Counter Proposal

How about AdditionalItemIdentification?

There is the AdditionalItemIdentification in Item ABIE already.

As Tim McGrath advised, the method of Additional Item Identification will be specified by attribute. For example: Bar Code, RFID. 

8. CurencyCode

8.1 Proposal by JPLSC

(1) Proposal

Add ‘CurrencyCode’ BBIE in ‘BasePrice’ ABIE in Reusable.
(2) Reason of this proposal
· There is ‘CurrencyCode’ BBIE in ‘AllowanceCharge’ ABIE in Reusable.

· But, there is no ‘CurrencyCode’ BBIE in ‘BasePrice’ ABIE. ‘CurrencyCode’ is necessary in ‘BasePrice’.

8.2 Discussion at UBL TC (Pacific UBL TC Call 14|15 March 2005)

Agreed: This requirement is satisfied by the current model.
There is PriceAmount (BBIE) in BasePrice (ABIE) in UBL Reusable. The currency is specified by attribute (account type) of PriceAmount. This methodology is based on ebXML CC Specification. The CurrencyCode (BBIE) in AllowanceCharge’ (ABIE) is a special or exceptional case.

8.3 Discussion at UBL JPLSC F2F meeting (March 17 in Tokyo)

The JPLSC member said that this is a kind of inconsistency in UBL specification. If the methodology to specify the currency code like BasePrice based on ebXML CC specification appropriate, the CurrencyCode (BBIE) in AllowanceCharge’ (ABIE) should be revised.
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
