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Recognizing the extensive contributions made by the OASIS Universal Business Language Technical Committee (UBL TC) to standards development, UN/CEFACT endorses UBL. UN/CEFACT welcomes much closer collaboration with the UBL TC to design and deliver enhanced and aligned standards. 

Both organizations have agreed to the following plan:
· The forthcoming release of UBL 2.0 will be an OASIS standard. 
· UN/CEFACT and the UBL TC agree to also publish UBL 2.0 as a UN/CEFACT specification.  
· This combined release of UBL will provide an immediate solution for electronic business documents using the XML syntax, while also accelerating the UN/CEFACT convergence and standardization processes. 
· UN/CEFACT will also incorporate the UBL 2.0 concepts into their registry infrastructure for electronic business document content.  The registry of message content is used to identify priorities for harmonizing semantic units and assembly rules. 
· As part of this convergence, UBL will contribute to and participate in the development of the global repository of data structures and semantics.  
· The UBL TC will become a horizontal working group within UN/CEFACT, working in collaboration with existing teams, to ensure that future developments are fully compliant with UN/CEFACT methodologies.




This collaboration is in line with the OASIS and UN/CEFACT cooperation agreement to deliver coordinated standards needed to support electronic business and trade facilitation.
