1.2 Disposition of Legacy TN on “Using WSCL in a UDDI Registry v1.02”

At the November FTF we agreed to determine whether HP still wanted to see this TN continue.  Since then, Luc has contacted HP in this regard but has received no response. 

Action: Luc will continue effort to contact HP.

Subsequent to the meeting, HP responded to Luc that they did not intend to pursue this TN.

1.3 CR for V3 Entity Key Case Folding – Andrew Hately

At the November FTF, we reviewed this proposed CR twice and allowed a further review period for additional comment. The review period is now closed. 

Motion: This CR is added to the current (first) V3 errata bucket, none opposed.

1.4 Status of V2 Standardization Process

Luc did a HUGE amount of work to get the V2 specification documents in shape for submission to the OASIS board.  These have been posted on the site as noted on the list.  

Action: The TC agreed to target end of December for submission.

1.5 Review AR List

At the November FTF, we began creating a set of AR (Action Request) items.  Tracking these on a regular basis will help us manage open work items to closure.   We also added a column to track the target date for completion.

Motion: The committee moved, with no dissent, to replace the generic pointers with specific ones, using definitions from the V3 spec in each of the following documents:

· UDDI Registry tModels

· UDDI Other Core tModel

· Replication tModels

· Taxonomy tModels

1.7 Reports from Sub-committees:

1.7.1 WS-I – Claus von Riegen

At the November FTF we created a subcommittee to look at ongoing WS-I issues.  Andrew Hately agreed to assist Claus. The following issues were identified:

· UTF-16 in V3 – identifying areas of impact.  

· Non-compliance of schema import in V3 WSDL

· Appropriate priorities and timeline for other efforts by this subcommittee.

Action:  Projected dates were assigned to the first two items. 

1.7.2 WSDL – John Colgrave & Karsten Januszewski

There was significant discussion at the November FTF on the proposed WSDL v2 TN and there has also been significant activity on the email list since then.   In the interest of moving the document on into a formal review as quickly as possible, we need to determine which items in the TN require closure prior to such a review.   John prepared an outline of the open issues.  Let’s be sure this is a complete set and identify which need resolution prior to a formal review of the TN document, then construct a schedule for resolution:

a. mapping between wsdl:service and uddi:businessService

b. requirement to generate wsdl:service

c. V2 equivalent of wsdlDeployment (see also 9) below)

d. tagging of bindingTemplate rather than binding tModel with protocol/transport

e. identification of wsdl:port from uddi:bindingTemplate

f. tagging of uddi:businessService and uddi:bindingTemplate with WSDL Entity Type

g. UDDI Multi-version concerns

h. modelling of HTTP protocol/transport

i. use/meaning of v3 wsdlDeployment

Discussion: John presented his thoughts. Claus responded (via mail). Concerns were expressed that the current TN is too tightly bound in terms of modeling.

Action: Luc to host telecon to follow-up on today’s discussion and try to resolve technical issues between editors and authors.
