4 Old Business

4.1 Review of AR List

We reviewed the AR List, calling upon AR owners to report current status. Updates to the status are noted in the AR list posted at: http://oasis-open.org/committees/uddi-spec/doc/process/UDDI-TC-ARList.htm 

4.2 Review of CR List

We reviewed the CR List posted at: http://oasis-open.org/committees/uddi-spec/doc/cr/status.htm. 

Discussion and motions:

· CR001 UTF-16 was tabled for further discussion at the F2F, pending possible input from Andrew.
· Motion to add CR007 httptmodel-20021119. V2 incorrectly renamed the tModel for HTTP to imply HTTP GET. For V3 we would like to restore the name to HTTP-T as it appeared in V1. Motion passed without dissent.
· The motion to add CR-008 subscriptionresults-20021206 to the V3 errata bucket was passed without dissent.
· CR-009 Correction for legal key characters was tabled for further discussion at the F2F, pending further discussion. 
· The motion to add CR-011 to fix redundant sequence element in overviewDocument to the V3 errata bucket was passed without dissent.

4.3 Status of V2 Standardization Process

The specification has not yet been submitted. Tom and Luc are working on it. 

4.4 Taxonomy TN Proposal

Max Voskob proposed a new TN (http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/uddi-spec/200212/msg00031.html). Max proposes external representations of taxonomies (completely opposite to built-in ones) that can be used with UDDI v2 and v3. . Max indicated that adding support for this TN would have no effect on the v2 and v3 spec. Karsten explained that during the development of V2, it was decided after considerable discussion that taxonomies should come from external sources and should not be built into the UDDI itself. Other standard organizations exist are working on taxonomies, it may not be appropriate for UDDI to declare its own. UDDI may benefit from a standard taxonomy, but it may be more appropriate to leave that work to an external organization. 
It has yet to be decided if this proposal can be considered as a TC TN.
Action: Max and Matthew agreed to research the semantic web work of other OASIS groups, of topicmap.org, and ongoing efforts at W3C. We will continue this discussion at the F2F and through postings to the list.

5 New Business 

5.1 Changing Telecons to a 3-week cycle vs. 2-weeks
