E_tokenAlreadyExists: signifies that one or more of the businessKey or tModelKey elements that identify entities to be transferred are associated with a transferToken that is still valid and has not been discarded, used or expired.  The error text SHOULD clearly indicate which entity keys caused the error.

Add to 12:

E_tokenAlreadyExists: (40070) Signifies that one or more of the businessKey or tModelKey elements that identify entities to be transferred are not owned by the publisher identified by the authInfo element.  The error text SHOULD clearly indicate which entity keys caused the error.

5 Alternatives Considered (optional)

Allow multiple transfer tokens per entity at any given time.
