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	tModels are core components of UDDI.  
tModels are often referred to as service type definitions. They represent unique concepts or constructs and used to describe compliance with a specification, a concept, a categorization scheme, or a shared design. Each specification tModel contains an overviewURL, which provides the address of the specification itself, for example, a WSDL file.

tModels are also used to define categorization schemes to enable categorization with is arguably the most important feature of UDDI. The ability to attribute metadata to providers and services registered in UDDI, and then run queries based on that metadata is absolutely central to the purpose of UDDI at both design time and run time. 
While you can publish these tModels in a UDDI registry such as the UDDI Business Registry (UBR) promulgating their existence is also important. This page can be used by standards groups and consortiums to register common tModels.
