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1 Problem Outline 

Both save_service and save_binding state that the parent key is required, but do not specify the error that is to be returned if it is not present. Moreover, the parent key is only required when saving a new service or binding, not when updating an existing one.
1.1 Terminology

The key words must, must not, required, shall, shall not, should, should not, recommended, may, and optional in this document are to be interpreted as described in [RFC2119].

2 Solution Outline 

We can correct this by changing the initial statement in the description of the save_binding and save_service API calls, and annotating the E_invalidKeyPassed error code to include this additional use.
3 Impact Statement

This change merely clarifies behaviour that was previously undocumented. It is likely that implementations already behave this way. A non-conforming implementation can be readily changed to conform.
4 Spec Change Detail

Replace and add text as follows:

Replace the first sentence under 5.2.15.3 which reads:

Each bindingTemplate passed MUST contain a serviceKey value that corresponds to a registered businessService controlled by the same publisher unless the serviceKey can be obtained through inspecting the structure in which the bindingTemplate resides.

with:
Each new bindingTemplate passed MUST contain a serviceKey value that corresponds to a registered businessService controlled by the same publisher. An existing binding template MAY contain a serviceKey value that corresponds to a registered businessService controlled by the same publisher.
Add a sentence under 5.2.15.5 at the end of the discussion of E_invalidKeyPassed:

This error code will also be returned in the event that the serviceKey is not provided and the bindingKey is either absent or has a value not registered in the repository. In this event, the faulty bindingTemplate MAY be indicated by its position in the list of bindingTemplate elements.
Replace the first sentence under 5.2.17.3 which reads:

Each businessService passed MUST contain a businessKey value that corresponds to a registered businessEntity controlled by the same publisher who is making the save_service request.

with:
Each new businessService passed MUST contain a businessKey value that corresponds to a registered businessEntity controlled by the same publisher. An existing business service MAY contain a businessKey value that corresponds to a registered businessEntity controlled by the same publisher.
Add a sentence under 5.2.17.5 at the end of the discussion of E_invalidKeyPassed:

This error code will also be returned in the event that the businessKey is not provided and the serviceKey is either absent or has a value not registered in the repository. In this event, the faulty businessService MAY be indicated by its position in the list of businessService elements.
