Jason has uploaded a new draft. Luc explained that this TN provides a collected explanation of using keyed references/keyed reference groups to represent properties in UDDI – he feels that the only thing that might need revision is some of the terminology used, particularly the term “property”.  Andrew found two areas a little unclear: the issue of whether the properties are an open or closed set, and the discussion of general_keywords. Jason explained that the discussion of general_keywords was more in the context of the lack of documentation of the property set – a tModel provides human-readable documentation in the form of an OverviewDoc. It was suggested that Jason provide an example of the proper use of general_keywords as a counterpoint to the

We (Systinet in the context of a project) have reason to want to map a service as communicating over IBM MQ and using XML (i.e. XML/MQ vs SOAP/HTTP vs SOAP/TCP). We’re about to define tModels for this but I wanted to know whether there would be interest in coming up with a list of transports and protocols that supplements those we identified in the v3 spec and the WSDL-UDDI TN.
I’d be happy to collect these and write a TN. Doing so would greatly cut down on duplicative definitions. Please let me know your thoughts and transports/protocols you’d like considered.

Abstract: This Technical Note describes how UDDI can be used to gain access to a web service which uses WS-Addressing. This process is made more complicated because WS-Addressing requires each request to obtain a dynamic EPR, while UDDI is a registry of generally static information.

6.2 Replication inconsistency

As Claus pointed out, there is a minor inconsistency between the spec and the schema in the replication API. The spec states that originatingUSN is mandatory, but the schema specifies it as minOccurs=0. The suggested change is to change the schema to minOccurs=1.
