Satish: Trying to define implicit compensation behaviour only.
Danny brought out question on: supposing S1 and S2 both have custom compensation handlers, and there are bi-directional links between S1 and S2, what should the default order be?

Satish:  There are two questions:

1. Do we want any concurrrency during rollback?
2. Even with linear order, that linear order may turn out to be a wrong order (i.e. reverse order of those completed is what matters) – rule of least surprise is what we are trying to get.

Various discussions on possible default compensation order.

“Peter and Yaron seem to have specific ideas on some proposals”, Satish suggests they put them in writing, or propose alternative language to what is in the spec.
Goran proposes prioritising on simplicity.
