Web Services Process Management Requirements

1 Processes

1.1 A Web Service Process Instance may notify a Manager when it begins.

1.2 If a Web Service Process Instance notifies a Manager when it begins, it may notify that Manager when it expects to end.

1.3 If a Web Service Process Instance notifies a Manager when it expects to end, it must notify that Manager upon any changes regarding when it expects to end.

1.4 If a Web Service Process Instance notifies a Manager when it begins, it must notify that Manager when it ends.

1.5  A Web Service may request from a Manager a reference to management information for resources

2 Process Activities

2.1 A Web Service Process Instance that notified a Manager when a process instance began may notify that Manager when process activities start. 

2.2 If a Web Service Process Instance notifies a Manager when a process activity starts, that notification should include a reference to resources upon which that activity depends.

2.3 A Manager that receives a process activity start notification including the resources upon which that activity depends should notify the process instance of a reference to management information for that resource.

2.4 If a Web Service Process Instance notifies a Manager when a process activity starts, it may notify that Manager when it expects to stop.

2.5 If a Web Service Process Instance notifies a Manager when it expects to stop, it must notify that Manager upon any changes regarding when it expects to stop.

2.6 If a Web Service Process Instance notifies a Manager when a process activity starts, it must notify that Manager when that process activity stops.
