Suggested text:

There are several aspects of manageability, which the WSDM has identified: Identification, Configuration, Relationships, State, and Metrics.  In order to allow implementers to implement aspects of manageability without committing to implementing all aspects, the manageability interface has been divided into 5 distinct interfaces, each representing one aspect.  If all 5 aspects of manageability are provided for a resource, then the manageability capability of a resource, as exposed at an endpoint is simply the aggregation of all 5 interfaces.  It is the responsibility of the provider of these interfaces to ensure a consistent view is presented through each of the interfaces that present an aspect.
Observation: Having these 5 interfaces would seem to imply the need for some additional metadata interface to enumerate which manageability interfaces are provided – a sort of QueryInterface, to borrow from COM technology.
