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Search UDDI Registry for Portlet Services 

1. Description

I contract for personal Portal development work, specializing in Health Worker portals. I’ve only a little domain expertise, but am able to quickly build a personalized site for my knowledge worker clients, by integrating domain-specific Portlets into the good Doctor’s home page. I use UDDI to search for new Portlets, based on an initial profile I make of my client. My only worry is that UDDI categorization will become so good that I’m not needed; - but someone still has to set up the list of UDDI registries, tModels etc, never mind dealing with WSRP Portlet property and event meta data…

2. Participants

2.1 Personal Portal Contractor

2.1.1 Role

The prime mover of use case. Sets up Doctor’s portal pages to point to Medical registries and businesses.

2.1.2 Business Objectives

Make a living. Develop / broker domain knowledge.

2.1.3 Solution Requirements

Find businesses publishing WSPR Portlets (see UDDI Search for WSRP Producer Use Case).

Does initial searches for portlets by category and / or service name to populate the good Doctor’s pages.

2.2 Medic

2.2.1 Role

End User of domain specific portlets. Her Hospital or Surgery (or possibly an ASP) provides the WSRP consumer to host the good Doctor’s personalized pages. Will quite quickly start to search for extra Portlets as experience grows.

2.2.2 Business Objectives

Prevent death.

2.2.3 Solution Requirements

Search for new Portlets by simple textual query (find_service()) or browse for “Weight-Height Chart” Portlets.

As vertical taxonomies are developed, will use a “Medical Categories” Portlet to query UDDI registries across businesses.

2.3 Health Registry

2.3.1 Role

World Health Organization and UDDI Hosts. WHO builds and maintains categories for user-facing medical services.

2.3.2 Business Objectives

Safe Humanity.

2.3.3 Solution Requirements

Be able to find WSRP Portlets in registries.

View descriptions, validate or attach/associate medical meta - data.

2.4 Pharmaceuticals Company

2.4.1 Role

Hosts the “Sleepy Snoozy Drops” Portlet, advertising a company product, through dosage information. Connects into a list of named “Height / Weight” Portlets (with company own “free Height / Weight” service listed first of course).

2.4.2 Business Objectives

Exploit widespread caffeine addiction.

2.4.3 Solution Requirements

Publish multiple named services under own Business.

Refer to other Portlets by name or tModel for portlet wiring.
