Comments about the Minutes

· Change Dept. of State to Dept. of Navy

Interfaces & Protocols (MikeF)

· Made progress on going from unknown state to known state; have draft documents for requirements

· Are going to try to accelerate the process by having small group put together requirements and then put together straw man spec to use as discussion

Publish, Find, Bind, & Metadata Subcommittee (MikeF)

· Publish & Find is secondary because we’ve said that portlets are self-describing

· Been discussing Bind in Protocols committee

· Specific Metadata has not been discussed much

· Should be quiet for the next few weeks

WSIA interaction with requirements (Thomas)

· Thomas has looked at requirements documents and marked which apply and which don’t

· Most requirements in the general section apply, although some requirements are not clear

· State requirements

· Carsten – The distinction of state and stateless is not useful

· Markup requirements

· We must specify restrictions on markup

· Rewriting the list of examples of markup list and taking out of non-markup types (like GIFs and Flash)

· Charlie – Did you mean to explicitly get rid of GIFs, etc.?

· Much discussion about whether GIFs, etc. belong in WSRP

· Sasha – we absolutely need to support binary formats; this is important in dynamic contexts.

· Thomas – this should be proxied outside of WSRP

· Charlie – the debate is around whether it has to be fragments or can be a blob.

· Navigation & Interaction

· What is R408 (Producer gives results to Consumer) about?

· Charlie – It’s about returning the model from the producer to the consumer

· Data Representation

· Should be defined in WSIA as interface, not required by WSRP

· Charlie – these are mostly from the Embedded Case

· Thomas & Carsten – this should be optional for WSRP

· Sasha – This is used for storing state, it is important for WSRP services that store state on the portal server can use this

· Carsten – This would be a problem because state could just be sent back on the getMarkup call

· Sasha & Charlie – this isn’t necessarily a separate interface; it might piggyback on the getMarkup call

· Thomas – Perhaps we should just discuss this via e-mail

· Embedded & Pluggable issues

· Not covered much in the WSRP, so Thomas brainstormed:

· Define metadata

· Define publication in UDDI

· Define finding in UDDI

· Define common interface for plug & play

· Define notion of registering/unregistering

· Define notion of persistent instance creation/deletion

· Define notion of transient sessions

· Charlie – do you want to have one reqs document?

· Thomas – yes

· MikeF – I’d rather have 3: two group specific and one common

· Sasha – I think we shouldn’t talk about a common interface for plug & play; it’s too implementation specific

· Thomas – sure

· Thomas – perhaps we should have one person who consolidates the requirements into a document

· Rich – we’ve been discussing by requirement number on the list, and Rich has been consolidating

· So, let’s have comments on e-mail and Rich as consolidator

TODOs for the next meeting

· We should create requirements docs for each group

· We should create straw man specifications

· We need drafts for every group for the f2f

· We can talk about the requirements in the f2f and the straw man specs

· Spec editors should start working on this with the people leading the groups

· MikeF – Let’s use the next month to clarify where our major issues are.  The more concrete we are at that point, the better.

· Which spec editors will be doing which parts of the spec?

· Alan, Carsten, & Jeff

· Alan to do Joint Interfaces

· Carsten to do Interfaces & Protocols

· Markup Fragments – Jeff?

· Jeff Absent

· Jeff volunteered in his absence

· Security, SSO, Identity – whom?

· Alan volunteers, but after Joint Interfaces

· Thomas will start WSRP white paper
