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All “local” delegation within a global xref is structurally “flat” in the authority graph. In other words, there is no local hierarchy. 





Note that @ootao+west*andy’s local delegation structure is also flat. For example, @ootao+west*andy*family*rebecca would be a sibling to C, E, F, and G. They are all first-level children under B.





I don’t see the value in flattening out local delegation in one part of the graph (under +west) while having it hierchical in another part of the graph (under *west). For example, @ootao*west*steve*friends would form a local delegation hierarchy under D.
